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Okay, so we're still in the study of the Book of Revelation, but we have migrated from the letters of the seven churches into a study about Christ. Who Christ is, what Christ taught, what is the basis of our salvation, what should we be using in the Bible as our salvation? Because some of you are using dispensational understanding that has nothing to tie to your salvation, nothing to tie to the true gospel. So we're going to set a journey tonight by comparing Christ to Paul's ministry.

You need to begin to evaluate where you're at. Next week, we're going to get into the seven mysteries that God gave to Paul, which sets the foundation of a number of things in regards to not only your salvation, but in the doctrine of Christ called Christology, and the interpretation of some of the dimensions. We're going to go out of next week directly into Ephesians and start.

So we're going to have tonight is another foundational lesson. We're going to go next week with another foundational lesson because it's a building block scenario, and then we're going to get into Ephesians. Now, I need to have some administrative things, and I want this to be recorded too.

If you go into, and I'm going to share my screen. I want to make sure that you're taking advantage of this. If you go into, oh, get out of here.

I don't want that. Hang on a second. Let me set this up right.

Okay. Now, let me share my screen. When you want to review a previous session on revelations, everything is here.

You're going to find more and more handouts. Like tonight, there's a handout of overcoming addiction. There was last week was becoming an overcomer, which completes the seven churches.

You remember it says, if you're an overcomer, do these things. Well, that is a write-up of overcoming. This is a write-up of overcoming addiction.

Now, if you click on each one of these to get redirected to the actual lesson that we taught, you're going to have other stuff. Okay? Not only are you going to have the same stuff, the rumble video, a transcript of that, the PowerPoint, a print version, but you're going to have handouts here also. The who and what of salvation, the basis difference between the Old Testament and the New Testament.

You're going to need to know that. Okay? So take advantage of these handouts because there are lessons in themselves. Okay? There's lessons that you can read instead of going through a presentation because it is a subject matter that you can understand.

Okay? So what I'm doing is I'm doubling to tripling information in each session that we have. That's the reason why it's important to go this direction to do that because you're going to see that. Now, even in tonight, okay? The handout is not up there because I got 10 more edit pages to edit, but there'll be a handout here too.

So every one of our sessions from now through Ephesians are going to have at least one handout or two. Just make sure that you're going through that. Okay? All right.

I'll stop sharing my screen. Suzanne, what you got? On that subject, I remember back in February when my relative passed and I was out of town and you did sub stacks and I've tried a lot of different ways to pull them up, even different browsers and whatever. And I can't seem to access them.

I thought maybe you were moving them somewhere for a while there, but I can't seem to- If you're on the current sub stack, all the sub stack posts are in that current location. Okay. So it won't come up from the news or from the email I got.

It might not depending upon when you got the email because I did shift everything over to a new sub stack after we finished the free Genesis 6 criteria because of the way sub stack worked, I had to create another sub stack to make it function correctly. So- Okay. So if I go into the new one, I should be able to get it- If you go into the new sub stack, all of the posts all the way back from the very first one to today is there.

Okay. Thanks. Okay? There's 404 posts in there.

It's history. So everything's there. Okay? Great.

Thanks. All right, guys. Anything else quickly administratively before we get going here? All right.

Jim, I got to ask you something real quick. Okay, Jane. What about... Okay.

So I'm thinking, what about... So, okay. So I'm saved. Let's just do a scenario.

Say I'm saved in 2015. And since then, I've tried to live a good life. And, but all my past up is forgiven.

And so when you say that once I get to heaven, you know, I'm going to... You're saved. That's one thing. But then you get more if you're doing certain things, once you get to heaven, you get to a higher spot is what I'm understanding.

Correct? Only based upon your works after you were saved. If you're not useful and fruitful for Christ after you're saved, then there's no rewards in heaven. Right.

And I've had these conversations. I talked to my sisters, brothers, whoever. And so then after that, so your works do come into play, like helping homeless, helping whatever, you know, the works.

And so that's what makes that much more enhancement. Like when you get to heaven, is that correct? Yes. Basically that's what gives you the words.

You can find this in James 2, 14 through 26. It's my... Okay. That whole section is scripture that talk about faith without works is dead.

That's your fruitfulness. If you're not follow... Okay. So Jane, let's be very, very clear.

The scriptures tell you what your works have to be. Okay. Okay.

If we're not following what the scripture tells us our works have to be, then we're not fruitful. Okay. Okay.

So we need to study, and that's part of what we're gonna get into when we get into Ephesians and the application. We need to study the scriptures and define what works Christ requires us to do. Okay.

Okay. Okay. Thank you.

And if you follow the scripture, then you're useful because God's using you and you're fruitful because you're gonna bear fruit. That's what gets you the rewards in heaven. Okay.

Okay. Thank you. Anything else guys? Great conversation.

All right. Let me set all this up. All right.

Everybody see the screen? Yes. Okay. All right.

So let's pray. Get going here. Father, thank you for the opportunity to once again meet.

Thank you for the hearty conversation. It was nice to actually get some fire going on out of each individual here and seeing the passion for the scriptures. Father, we ask that basically you use this opportunity to glorify yourself.

We ask that basically you give us the wisdom with the understanding that what we discussed tonight is your word coming directly from scripture. That needs to be applied to our individual lives. We hope that basically, Father, you basically open up our hearts and our minds to allow us to understand exactly what you're going to tell us.

Make sure that the words that I use are your words and make sure that the information that I share is understandable. Father, if there's any questions, please boost the people along so that they ask instead of trying to frustratedly work through it. And we ask that basically you give us the blessings that you have identified in Revelation, in studying Revelation in its entirety, which is the truth about you.

Ask all these things in my name. Okay, let's get going. All right, so we're going to study tonight a comparison of Christ's ministry versus Paul's ministry.

We're also going to go back and do some rhetorical points along the way with this. So this is what scripture tells you. This is what you should live your daily life by.

You're to study to show yourself approved unto God. If you don't study the scripture, you're not approved. So for those of you who haven't read one word of scripture, you're not approved.

You're a loser in heaven. Those of you who open the book and thumb through it, that ain't cutting it either. The truth is right here in front of you.

Study, and it says that Christ told Satan that man should not eat by bread alone, but by every word spoken out of God's mouth. Well, this is a living word. These are spoken by God.

So do you even know what the word study mean? Do you even know that that is the, in the King James Version, that's the only point that that word is used. All your other translations don't have it. Are you studying the word? Study to show thyself approved unto God.

Not to me, not to anybody else, not to third parties, to God. This is a relationship issue between you and God. A workman that needeth not to be ashamed.

You're the workman and you shouldn't be ashamed that you're studying the living word of God. But here's the commandment, rightfully dividing the word of truth, which means that you have studied the Bible in such a degree that you can determine from the Bible what's true. Now, that is such an easy thing to understand, but I'm not gonna ask for a show of hands, but I would like for you to think about how much studying do you do? Casual study, cursory study, or do you actually get in and study? All right, when you wanna know something, this is the key.

When you want to know something, you're gonna go study that no matter where it's at. That ought to tell you right there whether or not you're committed to this thing called following Christ. If you're not willing to take the time to study, then why should God take the time to bless you? Matter of fact, he doesn't, because he says, if you don't do it, then you're not fruitful and useful to me.

He doesn't hear your prayer. And just like Jane and I talked about, if you don't know what you're supposed to do, then why don't you go figure it out before now? You're gonna get it, okay. Okay, this is a timeline of the Bible.

Adam, first dispensation, Abraham second, Moses third. Oh, we get Noah in here. I should have put Noah in here third.

Moses is the fourth. Then we come along to John the Baptist, which is here. Then we have Jesus and then we have Peter and we have Paul.

Okay, all of these are changes in the way God administers his salvation to the people during that time period. Now, this is probably the most important discussion that I've ever done in my entire career of teaching the Bible. That's how serious it is to me, because what I have noticed, even in talking with you guys, if I were to ask you before last week, what was the gospel? I don't believe anybody would talk about Paul.

I think you would have talked about, oh, I read Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. You never read Acts. You've never gone through the whole book of Acts to understand that that's a transition.

Oh, I follow Jesus. Oh, really? Jesus was Old Testament. So if you follow Jesus, you have to follow the law of Moses.

Man, are you circumcised? That was a requirement under the law. Oh, under the law, if you would sin for every sin that you did, you had to have another lamb. If you're following Jesus, as you're gonna learn here, Jesus was preaching the law of Moses as a kingdom over here in the millennium.

A lot of people say, I'm a Christian. I'm a follower of Jesus. I'm saying, I say, great.

But when I began to even talk about Paul last week, the shock on people's faces and what they said was tremendous identification to me, which says that basically we've not been taught correctly. Whoever was our teacher prior to now didn't rightly divide the Bible in accordance to the correct dispensation for this time period, because we're in the age of the church. There was no church back here.

And the church is for the Gentiles. There was no Gentiles back here. Do you find anything in scripture other than wars, Pharaoh, and all that stuff that identifies the Gentiles as being part of the law of covered of the law of Moses? No.

If a Gentile wanted to be saved like the Hebrews were in this period of time, they had to follow the law of Moses. If a Jew wants to be saved at this period of time, they have to follow the gospel of Paul. The Jews can't go back to the law of Moses and say, oh, I'm gonna say, no, that's gone.

Because scripture says that Jesus, Jesus was the last of the law. When he died on that cross, that law was gone. That's the reason why you've got Jews flowing all over the place, trying to figure out how to get right with God.

Okay, not Jesus. They're still not accepting him as their Messiah. They won't until they get over here into the great tribulation, but they want this relationship with God, which God cut them off.

You're gonna see that. Okay, so modern Christianity today either doesn't understand the apostle Paul and why he's in the Bible, or they willfully ignore him and want nothing to do with him. That is your belief system.

From some of the comments I had Tuesday night, I guarantee you, you're fighting yourself to try to believe Paul from the four gospels. Many people who claim to be Christians today are so shallow when they read the Bible, all they read is Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John. The New Testament.

When I was in school and they gave us a New Testament, that was all they gave us, Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John. They didn't include Acts. Why? Because we were so dumb and stupid to not understand what they were trying to do was program us under the law of Moses so that we couldn't get rightfully saved.

So maybe, just maybe, you guys will start studying the book of Acts. Some of you have probably studied a little bit, but you don't finish it. So you don't get the full doctrine, and you base your doctrine on Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, which we've already told you they were to the Israelites.

That's Old Testament. So we need to completely go back and review this 2 Timothy 2.15 because there's commands in the Bible. And if you don't study to show yourself approved, you don't know those commands, then you have problems.

Guys, I've already said, there's a command in the Bible. Study to show yourself approved. It didn't say, oh, study sometimes, or maybe you should study.

The command is study to show thyself approved. That's not an if statement. So I want to study the scriptures.

And what I want to do is focus on this guy named Paul and why he's in the Bible and what he means to us. Many, many, many dot denominations do not want Paul to be in the Bible. Many denominations do not teach Paul because they don't want to teach the truth.

Okay, let's just look at some Methodists. Methodists don't teach Paul at all. Go look at your doctrine.

Oh, let's look at seven day Adventist. They follow the law. They don't even follow anything in the New Testament.

Oh, and let's don't forget the Catholic church, the one that created all the denominations with all of its doctrine in the first place. It's baptism, baptism, baptism. Not by the spirit, by the way, by water.

And oh, by the way, they teach in a holy woman, instead of Christ himself. Just its basics ought to just rip your soul apart. All of the new Bibles that are coming out are creating their own religion.

God says, I'm the same yesterday, I'm the same yesterday, today and forever. Why would you want to go change the Bible into something today that has nothing translatable back to the foundation of the original canon? The new reformation. What's this Bible called? It's not the praise Bible, but it's like that.

It just changes everything. All right, you guys need to rightfully divide the Bible. You need to get the King James Version of the Bible, the 1611 version, and you need to study that Bible.

So I'm going to give you as much Bible as I can to prove to you that the apostle Paul is and why he's in the Bible. And beyond any shadow of a doubt, we're going to put to rest this argument of whether or not Paul shouldn't be in the Bible. Is Paul a liar? Is Paul a man who just snuck in and took over Christianity and tried to pervert it? We're going to get to the proof by scripture of why Paul.

Why Paul's in scripture, okay? So that you could actually begin to understand what is the gospel that we're saved by? So over here, Adam, the only thing he had to do was not fornicate with Satan. That's it, that was his gospel. Abraham, the only thing he had to do was fall asleep and allow God to give him a contract that says, I'm giving you hope.

Moses or Noah, basically, all he had to do, if I had him on here, he had to build a boat and he had to get into it, that's it. He didn't have to do anything else. Moses created the law.

And everybody from Moses to Jesus, if they wanted to be included in the salvation process, had to live by the law. And we're going to look at Jesus, and then we're going to look at Peter and apostles, and we're going to look at Paul so that we can get this. Because we're in the church age.

We're in a period of time called the age of the church or the age of grace, because Jesus says, I come giving you grace and truth as your basis of salvation. You've got to understand dispensations, guys, in all of this. And there's a lot of people that says today that they don't believe in dispensations.

Well, you can't rightly divide the Bible if you don't understand dispensations. Because how can you apply the law of Moses to Adam or Adam to Moses and 3 million Israelites? How could you do that? How could you take one period of time and apply it to another period of time? You have to understand dispensations. Okay, now there's an area in the online courses that I put up rightly dividing dispensations.

There's four videos. It's done by Robert Breaker. He does a fantastic job at teaching dispensations.

That's the reason why I just put him up there instead of me redoing it. You, if you don't rightly divide the word of truth without understanding that there are different time periods, then you can't rightly divide the Bible. There was no apostles back here.

If you took the apostles and says, everything is applied evenly in the Bible and put, they were not back here. How could you do that? You have to have a knowledge base of time periods of how God dealt with people. If not, you're going to not understand how God deals with you.

Now we're going to talk about some dispensations, okay? And so forth. But we're going to go ahead and get into this. Enough foundational setting.

Contrast between Christ and Paul's ministry. You get this in Romans 15. Matter of fact, in my Bible, they're right across the page from each other.

I can read Christ on one here and I can go right across the page and reach Paul on the other side. 15a, now I say that Jesus Christ was a minister of the circumcision for the truth of God. That tells you it's the law.

It's not any other gospel other than the law because Christ came to fulfill the law. You're going to see that. To confirm the promises made unto the fathers.

What fathers? The fathers of Israel. Christ as a Jew teaching to the Jewish people Israel. That was his focus.

Now, Paul in Romans 15, 16, that I, Paul speaking, should be the minister of Jesus Christ to the Gentiles. Right there, it tells you. Now, we're not Jews.

If you're not a Jew, you're a Gentile by definition. Even going back to Genesis 1, 1, okay? Cain was the Gentiles. God didn't do anything with the Gentiles other than put them at bay or kill them.

Matter of fact, there was a talk Tuesday night that there was a Gentile woman that came to him and he called her a dog and told her to go away. And she said, you know, even dogs eat crumbs. So he says, okay, I got you.

You're saved now, go away. I'm not here for you. So, Paul is the minister of Jesus Christ to the Gentiles, ministering the gospel of God.

One of the mysteries that God gave to him that the offering up of the Gentiles might be acceptable. Being sanctified by the Holy Spirit. Sanctified, okay, we talked about this on Tuesday night.

When you're saved, Christ at the cross. When you're saved, Christ saves you. He justifies you by your faith and covered with his blood.

And immediately when he justifies you, he glorifies you because he gives you the Holy Spirit. At the same time, you do nothing to receive the Holy Spirit. The baptism of the Holy Spirit is what we get in the New Testament once we're saved.

Sanctified is something completely different. Sanctified requires a walk in life eternal. It's your walk here on earth.

You get sanctified by the Holy Spirit as you walk on this earth in relationship to your relationship to Christ. Christ through Paul focused on the Gentiles after the final rejection of the Jewish leadership of Christ as their Messiah. We talked about that after the stoning.

Simon, I mean, Stephen, when the Jews rejected him the third time, Christ sat down and says, okay, Paul, you're up. Now, Christ's ministry. Now, after death of Christ, the dispensation period was of grace and truth, not law.

John 117, for the law was given by Moses, but the grace and truth came by Jesus Christ. Matthew 15, 24, but he answered and said, I am not sent, but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. Christ was not sent to the Gentiles.

He was sent to the Israelites. John 4, 22, you worship, you know not what. We know that we worship for salvation is of the Jews.

Gentiles were left out of this. Exodus 4, 22, and thou shalt say unto Pharaoh, thus saith the Lord, Israel is my son, even my firstborn. So Christ is the Savior of Israel.

The King of Israel has nothing to do with the Gentiles when he came to walk this earth. 1 Peter 2, 9, but ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a peculiar people, that ye should show forth the praises of him who has called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. Peter is talking to the Israelites.

Continue. To be saved in the Old Testament, you had to come underneath the law. And if you were a Gentile back then, you had to become a convert to Judaism because salvation was of the Jews.

We just read that in the scripture. It wasn't of the Gentiles, it was of the Jews. God chose the way of salvation was to come through and to the law of Moses.

Now, the law of Moses did not get its savior. The Bible says that the law of Moses was nothing but a schoolmaster to bring us to Christ. The law didn't even save you.

The law cursed you. It brought to your attention the knowledge of your sin. So what the law did, it showed you you were a sinner.

It pointed the nation to its sinful thing. Remember, God gave the nation of Israel to come out of Egypt to become a nation. You gotta create a nation, okay? They were pagans, they still are today.

God was trying to create them as a nation. So what the law did was to point them to their sin and create a knowledge base of their sin so that they took a sacrifice of a lamb, a blood sacrifice, as we're gonna read here. And according to the law, the way to have that sin remitted or taken away or forgiven was through a sacrifice of blood.

That's the reason why they had to have a lamb, a goat, or a bullock, or other animals, depending upon their financial status within the community. We got that in Leviticus. Now, when Christ came, he said, no more do you have to do these animal sacrifices.

The Bible says, behold, the lamb of God, which taketh away the sins of the world. In other words, now he's gonna focus and tell us that when he dies, his non-sinful nature is gonna become sinful because all of the sins are going to be placed on him by God himself so that he can pay, pay, pay for your redemption. He paid for the redemption of everybody in the world, both those fallen angels, those that are, those are demonic, those that were Jews, those were Gentiles, everybody's sins were put on Christ because one, he could not have dominion over the world to put the sinful people in hell until he died.

Remember, Saturday, he went to hell, he preached the good news, the fact that we won, and he got the keys back from Lucifer, and now he had dominion, but he didn't have it until he died. So what part of this transition is to understand the fact that not only did the Jews get this salvation, but everybody in the world got it, we just didn't know how to do it yet. God's plan A was in place.

Christ died for the whole world, all the sins he took. Now, we don't owe Lucifer a dime, we owe Christ everything. What's your credit score like? So Christ came and died in our place for our sacrifice.

He gave us 100% credit score. I'm gonna do a teaching on currency, heaven's currency, and it starts with Christ's debt because that's when he cleaned your slate and mine to where we owed no money to anybody for our salvation. Christ's ministry, John 1, 11 tells us clearly, he came unto his own and his own received him not.

Who was his own? The Jews. Jesus Christ was a Jew born as a Jew. He came unto his own and his own received him not.

Can I just ask a question here to be sure? When you said Christ died for everyone's sins, does that include Lucifer and the fallen ones? Yeah, he had to pay the price. Okay, I just wanted to make sure. Because if he didn't, he didn't own them.

Right. Okay, so when the scripture tells us that he paid the price for all sins, it means everybody. Yeah.

Well, let's continue. Who did Christ come for and what did he come for? We get all of this in Acts and in a brief session in Romans, Acts 13, 22. And when he had removed him, he raised up unto them David to be the king, to whom also he gave testimony and said, I have found David the son of Jesse, a man after my own heart, which shall fulfill all my will.

Continuing, on this man's seed hath God, according to his promise, raised unto Israel a savior, Jesus. It was David's seed that Christ came from. Matter of fact, it was both Joseph and Mary that came from David.

That's how Jesus got here. When John had first preached before his coming the baptism of repentance to all the people of Israel, not to Gentiles, and as John fulfilled his course, he said, whom think ye that I am? I am not he. I am not Christ.

But behold, there cometh one after me, whose shoes of his feet I am not worthy to loose. In other words, I'm not worthy to wear. Men and brethren, children of the stock of Abraham and whosoever among you feareth God, to you is the word of this salvation sent.

Now go to Romans 15, eight. Now I say that Jesus Christ was a minister of the circumcision for the truth of God to confirm the promises made unto the fathers. The fathers are the Jews.

So Christ came. Why did Christ come for? Who did Christ come for? He came from the Jews. He didn't come for the Gentiles.

What did he come for? He came to claim his Messiah, his kingship. 27, for they that dwelt at Jerusalem and their rulers, because they knew him not, they didn't know him as their Messiah, nor yet the voices of their prophets, which are read every seventh day, they have fulfilled them in condemning him. And though they found no cause of death in him, yet desired that Pilate, that he should be slain, and when they had fulfilled all that was written of him, they took him down from the tree and laid him in a sepulcher.

But God raised him from the dead, and he was seen many days of them, which came up with him from Galilee to Jerusalem, who are his witnesses unto the people, and we declare unto you glad tidings. Now, how that the promise which was made unto the fathers. Okay, so what did he do? He came for the Jews.

Now, let's look historically a moment. All of the Israelites that had died, who kept the law at that time, Adam and his family, Abraham and his family, Noah and his family, Moses and the law, all of the Israelites who kept the law of whatever dispensation period that existed, went into the bosom of Abraham as Jews. No Gentiles went.

In the whole Old Testament, unless you were converted in the Old Testament, did you go? The Gentiles never went. They went straight to hell in the Old Testament. Christ died.

He closed the law. He became the Lamb of salvation for all eternity. That means he came for salvation for those Jewish people in the Old Testament who had died that kept the law.

He saved them with his death on the cross because it was his shed blood that made that happen. He closed the law. So he went down to Hades on Saturday, got the keys from death, hell, and the grave from Lucifer, opened the door that went into the area where Abraham was and all of the Israelites that were waiting upon Christ's arrival.

And he told them of the good news of his death and he resurrected them with him. And they walked on this earth until Christ ascended into heaven and they ascended also. And people saw them as witnesses.

So Christ's whole process in his teaching was all about the Jews and the resurrection of the Jewish in history and not about the Gentiles. Now, how can you worship? How can you worship the gospel of Jesus Christ? Knowing that. How can you do that today? Sam.

Oh, Sam's in the waiting room. I got you. Okay.

So God fulfilled the same unto us, their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again as it was also written in the second Psalm, thou art my son, this day have I begotten thee. And as concerning that he raised him up from the dead, now no more to return to corruption, he said on the wise, I will give you the sure mercies of David. Christ did not become part of the corruption of the government at that time.

Wherefore, he says also in another Psalm that shall not suffer thine holy one to see corruption. Christ was not corrupt. For David, after he had served his own generation by the will of God fell asleep.

In other words, he died, but we call that asleep because basically we're asleep waiting on God's return and was laid into his father's and saw corruption. David was part of the corruption. He was part of this world.

He was born into this world. He was corrupt when he was birthed. But he whom God raised again saw no corruption.

Ah, that's key. All of the people that were in Abraham's bosom that Christ raised from the dead had no corruption. They had their glorified situation already existing at that time.

They had no corruption. Continuing, be it known unto you therefore, men and brethren, that through this man, Jesus, is preached unto you the forgiveness of sins. And by him, all that believe that they're justified, okay? He justified you because he died from all things from which he could not be justified by the law of Moses.

The law of Moses couldn't justify you because it was of works. Beware, therefore, lest that come upon you, which is spoken of in the prophets, Christ they're talking about, behold ye despisers and wander and perish, for I work a work in your days, a work which you shall in no wise believe through a man declare it unto you. What he's saying is, Jews, we're gonna tell you who's this man is.

He's gonna die. He's gonna be buried. He's gonna be resurrected.

He's gonna send to God. He's gonna send Stephen back to you. And you're still not gonna believe.

That's what verse 41 tells us. Matthew 4, 23. And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, Jews, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, not of salvation, kingdom, his rulership.

He was talking about millennium and healing all manner of sickness and all manner of disease among the people. How he did that is he healed their soul and the soul healed their body. Matthew 9, 35 says the same thing.

And Jesus went about all in the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues and preaching the gospel of his kingdom, the millennium, his rulership, not salvation, his rulership and healing every sickness and every disease among the people. However, the kingdom is postponed. Get this in Luke.

He shall be great and shall be called the son of the highest. And the Lord of God shall give him the throne of his father, David. Okay, so a couple of things here.

One is when the Holy Spirit went to Mary and says, you're gonna have a child, the Holy Spirit promised her that her child would sit on the throne of David. And that's what this is. It's in Psalms, it's in Luke, it's all in scripture.

And that throne of David was not set upon as Jesus walked this earth. That throne of David will be set upon in the millennium. So everything that Christ is talking about during his walk on this earth is about the millennium.

And he shall reign over the house of Jacob forever. That is Israel, not the Gentiles. And of his kingdom, there shall be no end.

Kingdom, millennium, thousand years, then the new heaven and earth. He's talking about starting here and going in eternal life. Then said Mary unto the angel, how shall this be seeing I not know a man? In other words, this is the conversation that the Holy Spirit is having with Mary, as I said.

And the angel answered and said unto her, the Holy Ghost shall come upon thee and the power of the highest shall overshadow thee. Therefore also that Holy thing, which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God. So in essence, what this is saying is the Holy Spirit is gonna generate a sperm that's gonna penetrate your egg and impregnate you.

And you're gonna have a son that's gonna be based between you and the Holy Spirit, not you and a physical man. And you're gonna have a son that's gonna be holy and you're gonna call him the Son of God. All of this is in that one verse.

And behold thy cousin Elizabeth, she has also conceived a son in her old age. And this is the sixth month with her who was called barren. This is the relationship between Mary and her cousin Elizabeth.

This is John the Baptist, the one that's been called to be the forerunner of Christ. And this is Christ. Pop Roy.

Go back to, which one is it? Hard time seeing that screen. Go back then and said, and the angel answered and said unto her, the Holy Ghost shall come upon thee and the powers of the highest shall overshadow thee. Overshadow means impregnate.

Means what? Impregnate. Okay, so that's God, right? That's God. That's not the Holy Ghost.

Well, no, the Holy Ghost is God. The Holy Ghost, this is the Holy Spirit. The Holy Ghost was changed by Constantine, but the Holy Spirit is God, just like Jesus is God.

Okay. So the Holy Spirit, in the manifestation of the Holy Spirit, which is still God, overshadowed thee. In other words, the Holy Spirit came inside of her.

So he went inside of Mary. Okay. Not only for the impregnation point, because the Holy Spirit resided with Mary, because that is the only way that God could protect her from sinful nature during the course of the pregnancy.

So that's why we say that Christ is the literal son of God. That's correct. So I've read that a hundred times.

This never sunk in. Thank you. You're welcome.

Continuing, for with God, nothing shall be impossible. And Mary said, behold the handmaid of the Lord. In other words, she said, I'm your handmaid.

I'm humble. Be it unto me according to thy word. In other words, I accept what you're telling me.

I accept the kingdom calling that you've given me. I will do what you're asking me to do. And the angel then departed from her.

The literal kingdom of heaven, the kingdom in which God, Jesus Christ comes and sits on the throne of David in Jerusalem has not come yet. That's a future coming kingdom. And that's a kingdom that will take place when Jesus returns at Armageddon.

So it's not just a postponement in theory, it's a postponement in fact. God could created his kingdom right here had the Jews accepted him as their king. But because three times they didn't, he postponed it until the millennium and opened up the period called grace and truth at the age of the church for the Gentiles.

He came preaching this kingdom. It's at hand. It can come if you accept me, okay? Because he was walking, it's here.

Guys, I'm here, accept me and we'll start this thing called the kingdom, okay? But they didn't do it. But the Jews as a nation rejected their Messiah. So God said, okay, now this is going to be out here, which is out here in time.

And now this is going to take place first. And that's where we see the entrance of Paul. And why Paul is in the Bible.

So we have Jesus in the Bible. And Jesus came to the Jews preaching the message of the kingdom. That's the message of the millennial kingdom.

There are so many churches today that like to hang around Matthew 5, 6, and 7. You guys know what that is. That's a sermon on the mount. And that was to the Jews, it's to the Jews.

So next time you read it, read it in Jewish perspective. They like to preach what they call the Beatitudes, blessed of the poor, blessed of the meek, blessed of this or that or whatever. And they love to preach the words of Jesus.

Churches do that, but that was to the Jews. And then they try to apply them to us today. They take all of these bits and pieces of scripture of their doctrine.

Where did their doctrine come from? The Catholic church. They take all of these bits and pieces of scripture take them out of context and then devise by doctrine of the church a way to apply them to you and I. And they tell us that salvation. That's a lie.

Because Jesus, when he was preaching, he was preaching, here's what's going to happen when I am in my kingdom. He's not there yet. So as we look at it today and the kingdoms being postponed, almost all that Jesus was preaching in his ministry applies to that right here, which is Jews.

And it has not happened yet, not yet. So it will happen when we get over here, okay? It is not here yet. So who is Christ? Who is Christ? Because that is what everything prior to Christ's death, everything was focused on was who is Christ? The coming of Christ.

We looked at that when we looked at all of the prophetic books of the Bible. We looked at all of Adam's line pointing to that. All of Abraham's Israelites pointing to Jesus.

All of the stuff, everything was pointing in Old Testament to Jesus. Who he was. Who he was.

He was the king of the Israelites. And all through the Old Testament, that message was being sent. But they rejected him then.

They rejected him when he walked the earth. They rejected him after he proved himself of what he did for our sins. So the who of Jesus.

And he said unto them, ye are from beneath. Oh my gosh. And I'm a from above, ye are of this world and I'm not of this world.

What he's saying is, hey people, you were born in this host body system from the world's perspective with a demonic spirit included in you. You are from beneath. And I am not from beneath.

I am from above. And I say therefore unto you that ye shall die in your sins. Well, we're dead as soon as we're born.

We don't get alive until we say. For if you believe not that I am he, which is their king, ye shall die in your sins. That's exactly what happened.

If all of the Jews that died along the way from the Old Testament to the time of today that don't understand that they were saved by understanding at the time that Christ walked this earth before Paul, they were able to identify Jesus Christ as the king. But now because they rejected him, it's now Paul's gospel. And if you want to be saved, you have to be saved underneath Paul's gospel, but that's not what they're doing.

And then he said unto him, who art thou? And Jesus saith unto them, Israelites, even the same that I had said unto you from the beginning, the beginning, the beginning, the beginning. Genesis, he's dealing with Israelites. He's telling them, you need to know that I am your king.

Who? Who am I? I'm your king. I have many things to say and to judge of you, but he that sent me is true. Oh, who sent him? God.

And I speak to the world those things which I have heard of him. Oh, so Christ is saying, okay, guys, God told me to say this to you. I'm going to say this to you.

And it's true. But they understood not that he spake to them of the father. Right here is when Christ started the parables.

And Jesus said, when ye have lifted up the son of man, in other words, on the cross, that ye shall know that I am he and that I do nothing of myself, but as my father had taught me, I speak these things. And he that sent me is me, is with me. He's in me.

The father hath not left me alone for I do always those things that please him. Going to Luke 2, 11. For unto you is born this day in the city of David a savior, which is Christ the Lord.

Lordship, kingship. 1 Timothy 3, verse 16. And without controversy, great is the mystery of godliness.

We're going to get into this, okay? Because that applies to us. God was manifested in the flesh, justified in the spirit, just like we're justified in the spirit because we have to believe in the death, burial, and resurrection of Christ, which is the spirit form, and his blood sacrifice of his body to his finished work. Seen of angels.

God was seen of angels after he was justified. When he rose, he was seen of angels. He preached unto the Gentiles.

Yes, he did. Believed on in the world, received up into glory. The what Christ did.

This is the dividing line because up to the point of the cross, all we had was who Jesus is. What he did is he died on the cross. And when he died on the cross, a transition occurred.

The law, all the way back here, was canceled. We now had beginning the period of grace and truth, and he said, he told his disciples, go out and preach to the Jews of who I am. We're gonna get into more of that, but this is what I did.

We find this in Acts in the area where it speaks about the Israelites, the Jews. And being assembled together with them, Jesus was with them. The apostles commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem.

In other words, he told his disciples, you guys stay here for a while, okay? Wait on me. Wait for the promise of the father, which saith he, ye have heard of me. So he's telling his disciples, guys, don't go anywhere.

Stay in Jerusalem. I'm coming back. For John truly baptized with water, but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days hence.

Okay, so Christ is saying, oh, by the way, you did this. John baptized with water. Yes, that is the law.

But when I come back to you, that changes. I'm now gonna baptize you with the Holy Spirit because you need that to reside in you as your protectorate. So this is his ascension.

When they therefore were come together, all of them, they ask of him saying, Lord, wilt thou at this time restore again the kingdom to Israel? So they're asking, are you going to now create your kingdom, sit on the throne of David and get on with this? And he said unto them, now this is even before the third rejection. It is not for you to know the times or the seasons which the father had put in his own power. Continue, but ye shall receive power.

The power is the Holy Spirit is to come upon you and ye shall be witnesses unto me, both in Jerusalem, Algeria, Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. What he's saying is because you receive the Holy Spirit, go out now and teach. Teach what? Teach to Jews about me.

And then they begin to transition that into Paul. And when he had spoken these things, while they beheld, he was taken up and a cloud received him out of their sight. And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven, as he went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel.

The two men were who? Moses and Elijah. Okay, so the Jews rejected Christ as the Messiah. That's all they had to do was just accept him as their king and we would have been on with this.

In Acts 7, 51, ye stiff-necked and uncircumcised in your heart and ears, ye do always resist the Holy Spirit as your fathers did, so do you. So he's saying, guys, from history, you've rejected me and you're still doing it today. You do always resist the Holy Spirit as your fathers did, and so do you.

So there's a man named Stephen who stands up and preaches to the Sanhedrin. He stands up and preaches to these Jews and they reject God, the Holy Spirit. So they reject the God, the Father, through John the Baptist, okay? They reject God, the Son, Jesus Christ that killed him through his preaching of his kingdom, millennium, and that he was their Messiah, the king.

And then the final time was in Acts 7, they rejected God, the Holy Spirit, and like baseball, three strikes and you're out. So God said, I'm done. God was merciful to give Israel three chances to accept him as their Messiah, to take him, trust him, and had they trusted who he was and accepted him, that kingdom would have been way back here, would have been right about here, because Christ was ready to do it.

He was standing up when Stephen was preaching, hoping. But watch what happens in this passage in Acts 7, verse 55. But he, Stephen, being full of the Holy Spirit, looked upon steadfastly into the heaven and saw the glory of God.

And Jesus standing on the right hand of God and said, behold, I see the heavens opened and the Son of Man standing on the right hand of God. Twice we are told that this guy, Stephen, was over there preaching. Continuing, and twice Stephen says he saw Jesus standing on the right hand of God.

Now, in other passages of scripture, we're told that Jesus Christ is seated at the right hand of the Father in heaven. So why would Jesus be standing right here in Acts 7? Because that was it. It was the last opportunity for the Jewish people.

It was the third strike, they're out. And he had to now begin to implement his plan B for the Gentiles. We're going to get into that in our sovereignty teaching, as well as teaching in here in Revelation 2. So the shift, the shift from Jesus to the apostles, then to Paul, is all in the book of Acts.

As you go through the book of Acts, you will find some exciting stuff. But you have to do, but what you have to do is read it. Study to show yourself approved.

That's Acts chapter 7 and Acts chapter 8, the Ethiopian eunuch, who would that be? He was a Gentile. So the Jewish disciples, Peter, saved a Gentile of Ethiopian, a eunuch. God gets saved, Acts chapter 9. Who gets saved? Paul gets saved in Acts.

Acts chapter 10 and Acts chapter 11, we are told Peter again shows up. So in Acts chapter 9, Christ, who the Jews rejected as their king, who the apostles were out teaching, teaching about who Christ was to the Jews, along comes Paul in chapter 9. And he's saved on the road to Damascus, if you call that. In Acts chapter 10 and 11, Peter shows up again.

And Peter gets a guy by the name of Cornelius saved, a Gentile. Do you see how this Acts is a transition book? And it's turning and it's turning and it's turning over and over and over again, the gospel until Paul comes along. And God says, that's it.

It's turning more from the Jews to the Gentiles. Over in chapter 13, we have the sending out of Paul as a minister, as a missionary. In Acts chapter 15, we have the early church meeting together after Paul goes out and preaches.

And they all get together and they say in verse 11, we believe that through grace, right here, boom, grace, period of grace. And through faith, ah, that was never taught back here. No faith back here.

It was all you had to believe in what you were told to do. Yeah, that's faith. But over here, it is the basis of our salvation is faith through grace.

We shall be saved even as they, what this is, is Peter standing up in front of all of the Jewish council and agreeing with Paul's gospel. We no longer need to do baptism. We no longer need to preach who Christ was.

We need to preach what Christ did for us because they're telling about how Gentiles got saved by faith. And verse 15 is just great. But we believe that through the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, we shall be saved even as they.

See, there's no water baptizer to receive the Holy Spirit. Acts 15, 11 says you're saved by grace. Why Jesus came and grace of truth came by Jesus.

And then as the book of Acts changes from the Jews to the Gentiles, it's all about faith. The book of Acts is the transitional book from the Old Testament to the New Testament gospel. It's all about believing.

It's all saved by grace. And then it all begins to be the ministry of Paul, the ministry of grace. What God did is because the Jews rejected him because the Jewish nation as a whole, and not all the Jews rejected him, but the leadership rejected him.

There were some Jewish converts following Jesus, but the nation, because that's what they were building, came to the nation. He didn't come to the individuals. He came to the nation.

But the nation, the religious leaders as a whole, the nation rejected their Messiah. And when they did, that was the final time in Acts 7. And God said, okay, now I'm going to get you this guy named Paul, and I'm going to call him to go take the gospel. But guess what he said? God said, you know what I'm going to do? I'm going to reveal unto him, Paul, the gospel.

And today we are not saved by trusting who Jesus is. He's not our king. He's a Jewish king.

He's our savior. And he can only be our savior by what he did. So what did God reveal to Paul? But I certify you, brethren, in other words, basically what we're doing, and brethren is still talking to the Jews, that the gospel which was preached of me, Paul, is not after man.

In other words, I didn't get it after any man that was born on this earth. For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ came to him and told him this.

Now, if you believe scripture, you have to believe this. If you don't believe scripture, you got more problems than we're dealing with tonight. For ye have heard of my conversation in time past in the Jews' religion, Jewish council, how that beyond measure I persecuted the church of God and wasted it.

In other words, I was a murderer. I killed you guys. I'm fessing up to it.

So be it. Let's get over it. Let's move on to Christ.

And profited in the Jews' religion above many my equals in my own nation, being more exceedingly zealous of the traditions of my fathers. But when it pleased God, he separated me from my mother's womb and called me by his grace. What he's saying is that on the Damascus road, God called him and he revealed his son in me that I may preach him among the heathen.

The heathen is the Gentiles, not the Jews. Immediately, I conferred not with flesh and blood. In other words, he did not.

He did not take and understand flesh and blood. Neither went I up to Jerusalem to them, which were apostles before me, but I went into Arabia and returned again unto Damascus. After three years, I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter and abode with him 15 days.

But other than the apostles, but other of the apostles saw I none, save James and the Lord's brother. Now the things which I write unto you, behold before God, I lie not. Afterwards, I came into the regions of Syria and Sicilia and was unknown by faith unto the churches of Judea, which were in Christ.

But they had heard only that he which persecuted us in times past now preaches the faith, which once he destroyed and they glorified God in me. In other words, the Jews forgave him, the church forgave him for what he did, because he had been saved by Christ and was preaching Christ's gospel. But contrary arise when they saw that the gospel of the uncircumcision was committed unto me as the gospel of the circumcision unto Peter.

Okay, he's saying, oh, there's a difference. I didn't preach the law. Peter preached the law.

For he that wroth effectually in Peter to the apostleship of the circumcision, the same was mighty in me towards the Gentiles. In other words, what he's saying is that which was inside of Peter, based upon what God told Peter to preach, was the same mightiness that I now preach to the Gentiles. And when James, Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars, received the grace, the grace of what? The grace of Christ that Paul was teaching that was given unto me, Paul, they gave to me and Barnabas the right hands of fellowship.

In other words, they accepted the fact that what Paul was preaching was the truth, that we should go unto the heathen and they unto the circumcision. In other words, they said, we understand, it's the truth. Okay, Paul, you and Barnabas, you guys continue to go unto the heathen, the Gentiles, and we're going to go back unto the circumcision, the Jews, and teach the same thing.

Only they would that we should remember the poor, the same which I also was forwarded to do. In other words, the poor was a great place to start. What did God reveal to Paul? Romans 11, 13.

For I speak to you Gentiles, insomuch as I am the apostle of the Gentiles, I magnify mine office. His office was an apostleship. And he says, I'm speaking to you Gentiles, not Jews, because I am your apostle.

For us, the only apostle that provides us the doctrine and the gospel of salvation is Paul, right here in Scripture. The other 11 apostles and what they taught are great examples for us to look at, just like the whole entire Old Testament, so that we can understand what they went through and what we're going through and how what they did applies to what we do. Now, to him that is of power to establish you according to my gospel.

Power of power, the Holy Spirit, to establish you according to my gospel. Paul's gospel given to him by the revelation of Jesus Christ and the preaching of Jesus Christ. Paul didn't teach anything different.

He was teaching Jesus Christ. He wasn't teaching a gospel that wasn't Jesus Christ. According to the revelation of the mystery, this is one of the seven mysteries that God gave to Paul, which was kept secret since the world began.

In other words, the church was not given to any of the prophets, was not identified in any of the Old Testament, nor the salvation process for the church. It was a mystery from the beginning that the time the world had began until it was revealed to Paul. But we believe that through the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, we shall be saved even as they.

This is, again, Peter talking to the Jewish council that says, we agree with Paul and now we're going to go preach the same thing. Romans 2.16, in the day when the God shall judge the secrets of men by Jesus Christ, according to my Paul's gospel. Our judgment is going to be based upon Paul's gospel, not based upon Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, not based upon the law of Moses, not based upon anything in history taught by the other 11 apostles.

Our judgment that God is going to give to us is going to be based upon Paul's gospel. Paul tells us to follow him. Since we don't, since most of us don't read Paul or the chapters of Paul, we don't understand what he's saying.

I write not these things to shame you, but as my beloved sons, I warn you, for though ye have 10,000 instructors in Christ, oh my gosh, every one of the churches, think about it, 10,000. That's not even cutting the bucket today. Yet have ye not many fathers? For in Christ Jesus, I have begotten you through the gospel.

Wherefore I beseech you, be ye followers of me. Heathen people, Gentiles, be followers of me. 1 Corinthians 11.1, be ye followers of me, even I am also am of Christ.

Philippians 3.17, brethren, he's talking about Gentile Christians, ye be followers together of me and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an example, dispensations of the gospel. 1 Corinthians 9.17, for if I do this thing willingly, I have a reward. Oh my gosh, it says it all right there.

Christ called Paul, he revealed himself to Paul, he told Paul what to do. And Paul saying, just like I talked to you guys before, we started this, for if I do this thing willingly, I've read the scriptures, I understand the scriptures, I understand my calling, I understand what I'm asked to do, I accept it, I'm going to do it, I have a reward. But if against my will, a dispensation of the gospel is committed unto me, if he heard of the dispensation of the grace of God, which is given me to you, word.

That's Ephesians 3.2, we're going to get into that because we're going to dissect that like crazy, guys. Colossians, whereof I am made a minister according to the dispensation of God. Dispensation, this period of time, I'm a minister, I'm a preacher, by other scripture, I'm an apostle to the Gentiles, which is given to me for you, Gentiles, to fulfill the word of God.

Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now it is made manifest to his saints. All of the apostles knew, when Paul came back and told them, they knew it was the truth. To him God would make known what is the riches of his glory, of this mystery, the saving grace of Christ to the Gentiles, which is Christ in you.

It's the Holy Spirit, the hope of glory. Paul, a servant of God, this is in Titus, a servant of God, an apostle of Jesus Christ, according to the faith of God's elect, in other words, those that were saved, and the acknowledging of the truth, which is after godliness. We're going to talk a lot about godliness, guys.

In hope of eternal life, which God that cannot lie, promised before the world began, but hath, in due times, manifested his word through preaching, which is committed unto me, according to the commandment of God our Savior. Paul was commanded to preach the gospel. The gospel.

1 Corinthians chapter 15, verse 1 to 4. Moreover, brethren, Gentiles, I declare unto you the gospel, which I preached unto you. Paul preached unto him, which also you have received, they did receive it, and wherein ye stand. In other words, they believe in faith, what he taught them was truth, but which also ye are saved.

In other words, okay, you believed it. Now, by faith, you're saved. And if you keep in memory, mind, what I preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain.

In other words, if you believe this in vain, don't have any faith about it, I can't help you anyway. For I delivered unto you first, all that which I also received. In other words, I taught you everything I received, how that Christ died for our sins, according to the scriptures, prophets and Old Testament.

He died. Everybody said in the prophets talked about Christ's death, and that he was buried. They also talked about that, but they didn't teach about except in Isaiah, and that he rose again the third day and according to the scriptures.

In other words, all of this was prophesied. And he fulfilled the scriptures. That is what he did for us.

The judgment. In the day when the God shall judge the secrets of men. Oh my gosh, that's everything you've ever done.

Remember, everything you've ever done is recorded in energy by Jesus Christ, according to my gospel. Okay, there should be no doubt in your mind now that your salvation is predicated on your belief by faith through the grace of God, Paul's gospel. To be no doubt.

That's the foundation of your salvation. Through faith Christ died, buried, rose, ascended, shed his entire blood. Okay, we're going to get that in Ephesians.

Christ shed his entire blood when they speared him in the side with the spear. Out trickled blood, but it was water. Why? Because he had already shed all of his blood.

And the Bible says that when Christ ascended to heaven, so did his blood. So all of the blood that was on the ground below that cross went with Jesus to heaven. And that is how he saves you because he takes his blood out of his currency bank and gives it to you when you come to him through faith.

That's how he covers you in his blood. It's an actual process. Okay, comments.

Are we there yet? No comments, David. Jim, I am totally blown away by what you've preached because you know I was a Methodist and I didn't know any of this. And part of me is angry, sad, disappointed, but very thankful.

So thank you very much. And can I just ask one more thing? Mm-hmm. If, when Stephen was stoned and the lawmakers in the Jewish synagogue or wherever it was he was preaching, if they'd accepted Jesus then and he had come down and started his kingdom then, what would have happened to us, the Gentiles? There was a plan A that he had.

That was plan A. Had the Jews did that, he would have implemented his plan A. Because the Gentiles by prophecy in the Old Testament were safe. Okay, we're going to get into that when we get into Ephesians. But the prophets of the Old Testament prophesied that the Gentiles would actually be safe as well.

Didn't know how, but they prophesied. So God had plan A and he had plan B. Okay, and I'm writing something about Paul in the sovereignty of mankind that'll be out next week that actually talks about plan A and plan B. Because Paul was plan B. He wasn't plan A. Hmm, I'll get that. Okay, so this is something for you guys.

Let me just read what I wrote because I think it's important. I'll just read the last paragraph to you. God does not rest all of his plans with one individual.

Think about Esther. If Esther hadn't gone to the king and told the king about the assassination of the Jews, God would have found somebody else to go do that because God had made a promise to protect the Jews. So had she not done that, God would have gone to a plan B and he would have crucified Esther.

Think about that. So now let me start over. God does not rest all of his plan with one individual.

He has plans A, B, C, et cetera. Depending upon the individual choice in plan A, God will either stay with a plan or move on with plan B, just like he did with Paul. If God moves on, two things happen.

God's plan will always be accomplished, but not by his preferred individual that was part of plan A. The individual in plan A rejects God and will be severely judged even to the point of death. We call this a kingdom moment or choice. Our daily lives are directed through these sorts of kingdom choices.

Are you listening to God talking to you? Do you understand that he's basically to give you a choice to make towards his kingdom? That's what he's talking about here. That's what basically he did with Stephen Stoney. He went to plan B. He had already promised the Gentiles would be saved.

So he had a plan A, and he started his kingdom. He had plan A, and because they rejected him, he went to plan B with Paul. Thank you.

Anything else, guys? I can only hope the silence means that you're blown away. I don't have silences sometimes. Jim, each of these lessons have just been incredible.

So I'm learning so much, and I get excited for the next one. So thank you. Thank you.

Thank you. You're welcome. Victoria? In what you just described in your paragraph, would that be put under the word repent? Because he's changing his mind.

No. Repent. Repent is your sins.

This is a choice. God's giving you a task. He puts you here on earth for a task.

And if he asks you to do that task and you reject it, he's going to go to somebody else and he's going to destroy you. Okay. So I guess I gathered from your article, rightly, repentance that I felt like repent can mean more meanings than just about the sins.

Oh, it is. That's why I'm going that way. It is.

Repentance is based upon what you have to do for your sin. Repentance is based upon sin. And God repent from the article.

God repented. That means that he grieved his heart. In other words, if you go and look at all of the different types of repentance, one of those repentance is your grieving.

Grieving, yeah. And the grieving of the Holy Spirit, I've read. Is that the same thing? Yes.

Would be the same meaning? Yes. And meaning to ask you that. Then Abraham's bosom.

Not sure I understand. That's is there. The Jews were sent to his bosom, bosom, right? Because they were saved.

Is that like standing beside him, being near him? Yeah, basically, he was their protectorate in the area of hell, waiting upon Christ dying on the cross to shed his blood to actually save him. So it was in hell. Yeah.

Because I keep saying it's down, down. No, he was, he was, he was, it was a special place in hell that the saints were sent to that were saved. And it's no longer there.

No longer there. Yeah. Because to die today, Paul says to die today.

My soul is immediately with Christ. So because Christ shed his blood on the cross, paid for our sins, the door to hell is closed. The door to heaven is open.

So those that have died after Christ's death on the cross, who were saved, immediately go to heaven upon your death. Those that were saved prior to Christ's death, because there was no forgiveness of sins through the shedding of Christ's blood, they went to a holding place in hell called the bosom of Abraham. Okay, that clears it up for me.

Thank you. But it was, it was only the believers, the Jewish believers that went to the bosom. Right.

Everybody else that died, that didn't believe, didn't follow the sacrificial process of the law, went to hell. Guys, anything else? Just another question. Those that were, when Jesus went down and brought them all back up, Abraham came up as well.

And were they all the ones that were seen walking around with Jesus? All of them walked the earth with Christ. All of them walked the earth with Christ. So think about that.

You had 4,000 years of death of all of those people that followed God's teaching for that dispensation salvation period. All of them walked the earth with Christ. Until his ascension.

For a few days. For a few days. Now that's symbolic of our resurrection.

What's our resurrection? The rapture. That's our resurrection. So we do the same, except we just get raptured and we just float around in heaven with them.

Often wondered how it's going to feel to actually fly instead of seeing my spirit fly elsewhere. I mean, I've been, I talked about that already. Going over and watching my grandkids and telling my daughter what they were doing.

Okay, so your spirit can do all kinds of crazy things, but I just want to know how it's going to feel to fly. That's going to be cool. And I don't mean to be mean, I have to flap my arms.

Okay, guys, anything else? Well, this is something to think about considering we're in a, what do we, not the illusion, what is it called? The matrix. Yeah, this is really, yeah, it's heavy. I covered the matrix either yesterday or today in the sub stack.

And I brought out a lot of stuff for you guys in that, whatever day that was, I brought out a whole lot of stuff trying to build additional foundations. I hope you guys are enjoying all of this, really do. Hope it's a blessing to you.

So I want you guys to not only enjoy it, but to get something out of it. So you are not wasting your time, Jim. All right, guys.

So next week, it's going to be the seven mysteries that God gave to Paul. It's going to be very revealing again. It's going to sort of put all this together.

And it's going to be a powerful teaching as well. Every one of these is just going to be so just jam-packed with biblical information. So please study.

And start applying this, guys. Because you now know that if you're not useful and fruitful, you're not going to have a very good relationship in heaven. So you need to understand that.

All right, guys. I guess that's it. Little past date.

But anyway, I appreciate your attentiveness and your actual conversation. So I love you guys. Keep your head on a swivel.

Things are moving. And just praise God in all this. Because he's actually breaking things loose.

And things will become very visible very soon. So make sure you guys take care of one another. All right.

That's part of our job. That's part of the works. If you didn't know that.

So anyway, I will see you guys. This is Thursday, right? I will see you guys Sunday for another six chapters in Numbers. We're almost to the end of Numbers.

And then we'll talk about whether or not we want to just roll into Deuteronomy and get the five books of the law out of the way. Or we want to take another path in another direction. We'll talk about that and see what you want to do.
