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Okay, well, welcome back. Thanks for everybody attending. We're in our Sunday morning Bible study.

We're in the Book of Acts. This is our last part three of the birth of the church. This is in chapter two.

And we've been at this Book of Acts for a long time already, but it's going to be even longer. It's going to be months. It's not going to be days or weeks.

We're going to be here a while, because it's important that we get this transitional book sufficiently understood so that we can identify with the rest of what goes on in the New Testament, because this is basically the foundational book, the transformation book that sets all that up, as we're studying in Ephesians now. So I hope that you're finding these series helpful. And we're kind of working our way through.

I'm going to forget my hands, guys. Here we go. My wife's going to kill me if I don't pay attention to that.

And get into the preparation of chapter two, which basically is the birth of the church. So we're in chapter two now. We've looked at it a couple of times.

And this famous text is on the day of Pentecost, when the Holy Spirit came and the church was born. Now, we need to make sure, because we're going to get into some more on the topic of this period of time. We're going to get into a little bit more on the topic of tongues.

And we're also going to get in a lesson. I'm going to take the first half of Tuesday night, and I've prepared a lesson on just the truth about tongues, from a biblical perspective and from current times, so that we can clear that up. Because I don't want any confusion in anybody's mind that what we talk about is not true.

So we're going to lay that out in specific detail on Tuesday, but we're going to touch on it again today. But we understand that this time in history, the Jews had spread out in all of the Gentile nations. So the focus of Christ, if you recall, back in Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, was focused on the Jews.

He didn't come for the Gentiles. He came for the Jews. And Acts transitions from the Jews to the Gentiles.

So when we look at Acts, it's almost like it's split down the middle. The first half of Acts is dealing with Jews transitioning into Gentiles. And the last half of Acts is Gentiles with the overflow of Jews, as it relates to how Paul taught his ministry, going first to the Jews, the synagogues, and then coming in Gentiles.

So that's the way this book is laid out. So the whole focal point in all of this discussion, when we look at things that are happening of the time, we need to make sure that we're focused again, that this is just primarily focused to Jews. There's no Gentiles in this yet.

So this is a dispensation period of transition, Jews to Jews. So when the Holy Spirit came and filled the apostles, along with 120 in the upper room, and this sign, okay, that's what it was. It was a sign that was placed overneath their head that they knew something was happened, and it was only to the Jews.

So any reference in today's society as it relates to speaking in tongues by this Acts chapter 2 is a false doctrine, because the doctrine of Acts chapter 2 was to Jews, not to Gentiles. So this is not the basis of anybody being able to, in today's time, say that this is my doctrinal foundation of why I want to speak in tongues, because it was Jews to Jews. We're not to Gentiles yet.

All right, so when we get into this, let's just read this. Okay, so I'm going to read from verse 1 all the way through to, I don't know what, verse 11 maybe, or 12, something like that. So when the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place.

That's going to be key as it relates to our studies of other books. And suddenly there came from a heaven a noise, like a violent rushing wind. It wasn't a wind, it was a sound, and it filled the whole house.

It was in one location. It wasn't across the nation. It was in one location, house, whatever it was.

There was hundreds of people in this house, and if it was a one-upper room, it must have been a significant house. It should have been more like a country club. So until the house where they were sitting, and there appeared to them languages, or tongues in this case, tongues as of fire, signs, tongues as of fire, so basically a symbol, a seeing of a symbol over people's heads, like a flickering light, like fire, was the sign that something had happened to them, because that sign could only happen from God, from the Jewish perspective.

So it was distributing themselves, and they rested on each one of them, and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other languages. The Spirit was giving them utterance. Now there were Jews living in Jerusalem, devout men from every nation under heaven, and when this sound occurred, the crowd came together and were bewildered, because each one of them was hearing them speak in his own language.

Okay, so now here's a tale right here. The tongue that was spoken had to be in the language of the Gentile nations at that time. It was not gibberish, is what I'm trying to say.

It was an actual language. Okay, so there was nothing in this that basically you just got off track and became whatever you want to call it, crazy, okay, in speaking of just gibberish. They were speaking in actual languages.

Okay, so if somebody today, think about this, if they want to use this as the basis of their foundational doctrine to speak in tongues, this scripture says it has to be in a given language. So if they're not speaking in a given language that that language recipient can understand, then it's not a scripture. Okay, so they were amazed and astonished, saying why are not all of these who are speaking Galileans? In other words, that these are Galilean Jews speaking my language.

That was unheard of in that time of history. And how is this that each we each hear them in our own language to which we were born? Okay, that's like me trying to speak Spanish, and I don't understand how to speak Spanish. Okay, that's like me trying to speak Latin, which I I know certain words, but I don't know the language.

That's like me speaking Greek, but I have to go to a lexicon to understand what I'm trying to say. Okay, they're speaking in a language that they can understand, and the people in those languages are asking how can this happen? That's what they were doing, because those people were not part of the upper room. Remember, these Jewish people went out of that house and began to speak in other languages.

What kind of language? Parthians, and Medes, and Illamites, and residents of Mesopotamia, Judah, Cappadocia, of Pontus, Asia, of Phrygia, and Pamphylia, and Egypt, and the districts of Libya, and Cyrene, and visitors from Rome, both Jews and Apostolites, Cretans and Arabs. We hear them in our own tongues or languages speaking of the mighty deeds of God. Okay, let's stop here.

In this scripture, there's specific languages that are identified. It's not a blanket statement that says all languages were spoken. It was only those languages that were spoken in the Gentile nation at that time in history.

Okay, they all continued in amazement and great perplexity saying to one another what does this mean? But others were mocking and saying they're full of sweet wine. They think they're crazy. They think they're drunk.

Okay, but Peter taking his stand with the eleven raised his voice and declared to them, men of Judea and you who live in Jerusalem, Jews, men of Judea, Jews, who live in Jerusalem, the Jewish state, let this be known to you and give heed to my words, not to Gentiles, to Jews. These men are not drunk as you suppose, for it is only the third hour of the day. But this is what was spoken of through the prophet Joel, and it shall be in the last days.

God says that I will pour forth my spirit on all mankind, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams. Okay, let's stop here. People say there's no prophecy in today's times.

I posted a snip of a video that Billy Ruth had sent me on my phone that was quite nice of her that showed to you the prophet Kim Clement prophesying what happened this week with the Kennedys. There are prophets in this time. There's not apostles, but they're prophets.

Okay, now the other thing about this is the scriptures say at these times we're at the end of this age. We're coming to the end of the age of the church. Okay, we've already talked about that in other lessons.

Your young men and your young daughters shall prophesy, and your old men will dream dreams. I want you to put that in your cap a little bit, because if you have no vision, if you have no vision of your life with Christ, you need to check your salvation. Even on my bond slaves, both men and women, I will in those days pour forth my spirit, and they shall prophesy, and I will grant wonders in the sky above.

What did I say? Guys, you got to watch the sky. I've said that for at least two years, and signs on the earth below. Blood, and fire, and vapor of smoke.

All right, this is specific in nature. This is not in a generality, and this is a prophecy of time today. The sun will be turned into darkness, and now this is going into the Great Tribulation.

The sun will be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood before the great and glorious day. The Lord shall come, and it shall be that everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved. Okay, blood moons.

That has been going on for a while. That's a sign of the end times. That's not a sign for astrology to come out with some wacko thing going on, okay? By prophecy, in this scripture, it says that the blood, the moon will turn red as blood.

This is really an epic time in redemptive history. Remember now, Jesus promised, I will build my church back in Matthew 16. He also promised repeatedly that he would send his Holy Spirit, and he did both on the same day, the day of Pentecost, at this one great event.

Now the church was born because the Holy Spirit came. The church would not have been born had the Holy Spirit not come, okay? Now this ties back to our discussion about the cross. There had to be something going on at the cross to split the Holy Spirit from Christ so that the church could be born.

Something had to happen. It wasn't by osmosis, and it wasn't by any other thing, but Christ doing what he had to do with that death, burial, resurrection, and ascension. That mystery created the baseline for the church.

We're going to go study that at some point in great detail, but you have to realize that if the Holy Spirit had not come, the church would not have been born, and the Holy Spirit couldn't come unless Christ died on the cross, and there's something that had to happen with Christ's death, burial, resurrection, and ascension to create that whole environment, okay? So he also promised repeatedly that he would send his Holy Spirit, which he did on the same day, at the day of Pentecost. Now the church was born because the Holy Spirit came, and we've talked about it a number of times. We're going to talk about it again, but the fact that the work of the Savior is sending the Holy Spirit, and by the Holy Spirit immersing his redeemed people into one body essentially formed the church.

Everyone that was saved at this point in time was placed in the body of Christ to form what is symbolically called the church. It's not a corporate setting. It's not a philosophy of man.

It's not a corporate document of how you're going to run the corporate church, or the doctrine that you're going to teach, or what you do. It's a fundamental belief of the finished work of Christ, and on that belief you are put in Christ, and Christ is the church. The baptism of the Holy Spirit we've talked about.

Matter of fact, I've got some videos on the website in the biblical library that John MacArthur goes in great detail about baptism of the Holy Spirit. You should watch that if you're confused on that matter. It is Christ immersing his people in the Holy Spirit and placing the Holy Spirit in them that established the church.

Okay, two separate things. Let's break this out. It is Christ immersing, first thing, his people immersing his people in the Holy Spirit.

Well, if he's immersing his people into the Holy Spirit, that must be an atmospheric thing because that's where we live, okay? But he first immersed them in the Holy Spirit in the spiritual setting, heaven, because he sat at the right hand of God with Christ, but he also had to do that physically, okay? So he immersed the people with the Holy Spirit. Second thing, then he placed the Holy Spirit inside of them, a different event. Now, that Holy Spirit that he placed inside of people at Pentecost is the first time the Holy Spirit had been placed in anybody in the Bible.

God breathed the breath of life into Adam, and he became what? A living soul. So everybody in the Old Testament were living souls without the Spirit inside of them. Why? Because the Spirit had not been separated from the Godhead to allow that to occur.

The only separation occurred when Christ was buried, died, buried, resurrected, and ascended. That created the segregation of the Holy Spirit to allow for the Holy Spirit to be used in the managing protection and teacher in our lives. That's how it occurred.

So this is new. This revelation is new to the people at that time. The Holy Spirit, Jesus says, has been with you, been with you, been surrounding you, but not in you.

The church is new. It is a mystery how all of this worked out throughout time, but it happened. It was identified.

It is a mystery. It was given to Paul, and Paul is the apostle for the church. The Gentiles.

So if Paul is the apostle for the church, the Gentiles, into today's world, and this thing about the Holy Spirit coming with a sign was only for the Jews, so therefore we cannot use the transitional scriptures of Acts dealing specifically with Jews to Jews to create a Gentile doctrinal base. Our doctrinal base comes from Paul, not from the first part of Acts. So it is identified in the New Testament as a mystery, which means it was hidden in past ages.

Nobody knew this. This was a secret that God held throughout all of history to his chosen people. Okay, that is something else that we need to back up and look at.

God does not reveal all his secrets to his people. This was one that was kept aside. Why? Because Satan was focused on one specific thing from the chosen people, and that was to eliminate the bloodline that gave the possibility of Christ's birth.

Had he known all of this, he could have set in motion things for the church prior that would have been very difficult to get through to start the church. So God held back this mystery to allow us to go home. Gosh, you got to understand the power of this.

So it is the new people of God who will become his witnesses in the world. New people who? Gentiles. No longer an ethnic group as in the Old Testament, the Jews, but a body, a collective, a collective whole, Jews and Gentiles together.

The body of Christ made up of Jews and Gentiles. We have learned that this is a one-time event. Got it? One-time event.

So anything we take away from Acts 2 and bring it into current is Jews to Jews, one-time event, and doesn't apply to the Gentiles. Our focus as Gentiles needs to be on Paul. We're transitioning through the process of leaving the Jews, moving into the Gentiles, leaving the nation stagnant, and creating the church.

That's what we're doing. We have learned that this is a one-time event. Subsequent to this, every believer at the point of salvation is baptized with the Holy Spirit into the body of Christ and given the Holy Spirit to take up a place in that believer's life.

That's Paul's gospel right there. This is normal for every believer so much that Romans 8, 9 says, If any man have not the Spirit of Christ, okay, that's another indication where who's the Spirit? The Holy Spirit is Christ. It had to be created at the cross, separated to allow it to come back.

He's none of his. In other words, let's read it again. If any man have not the Spirit of Christ or the Holy Spirit, he's none of his, meaning you're not with Christ.

You're not saved. 1 Corinthians 12 is explicit about every believer has been baptized with the Holy Spirit and received the Holy Spirit. It is unconditional.

It is not something of works. You don't buy it with anything. As soon as you turn your belief system over to understanding the finished work of Christ, you automatically get the Holy Spirit.

And you start your journey on what? Regeneration. And then after regeneration, what happens? You need to continue with sanctification. There is no such thing as a believer without the Holy Spirit dwelling within.

Know you not, 1 Corinthians 6.19, that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit. Your physical body is the temple of the Holy Spirit. This is crystal clear, guys.

There should be no ambiguity in this at all. This is an event, single event, that launches what then becomes the common experience of every believer since that time. Now, that poses a question that people ask, and they ask it because there are a couple of interesting passages in the book of Acts that we need to look at.

Go to chapter 8. In chapter 8, we have Samaritans in view, and Philip is preaching to the Samaritans. In verse 14, we pick it up. When the apostles in Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of God from Philip, they sent them Peter and John, who came down and prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit, for he had not yet fallen upon any of them.

They had simply been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus, and they began laying their hands on them, and they were receiving the Holy Spirit. Now, people look at that, and they say, wait a minute, this doesn't make any sense. They had believed in Christ.

They had declared the name of the Lord Jesus and been baptized in his name. That was the Jewish process, right? That was the Jewish process. But they had not yet received the Holy Spirit.

Okay, now you might say back to me, I thought you just said that from Pentecost on every believer at that point of salvation receives the Holy Spirit. That's what I said. That is the norm.

Then why is the coming of the Holy Spirit, the baptizing with the Holy Spirit, and the resonance of the Holy Spirit, and the believer's subsequent to the salvation of the Samaritans? Simple answer, guys. If you read Scripture, go to verse 14. The Holy Spirit didn't come until the apostles arrived.

They had to take the Holy Spirit into the nations. That was the great commission. Go, preach the gospel.

You can't be saved unless you hear it, so somebody's got to preach it. You can't get the Holy Spirit until you've heard it. Preach, baptized in the Holy Spirit.

So that means the baptism automatic, and at that point they get the Holy Spirit. It's right there in verse 14. The Holy Spirit didn't come until the apostles arrived.

Peter and John came, prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit. He had not yet fallen on them. He who? The Holy Spirit, even though they had been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.

What is all of this about? This is because the Jews were very antagonistic toward Samaritans. It would have been very hard for them to believe that the Samaritans were included in the body of Christ. There was a rift.

We have not been taught, nor do I think we understand the fact that, and I've said this time and time again, that the Bible is a history book. You need to read the times that were happening at that point in time. The Jews were fighting with everybody.

They would not allow the Gentiles to come anywhere near them, and Gentiles were the same. There was like the bloods in the crypts at that time. That's what they were doing.

They were fighting. And you're trying to birth the church with the Jews and the Gentiles, and then trying to put them together? Oh my gosh, that was what was going on in the book of Acts. Everywhere you turn, the Jews were fighting against the Gentiles, and everywhere you turn was Gentiles fighting with the Jews.

Yeah, Ashkelon, it was labor pains. Okay, it was growth pains. So we all understand that.

That's part of the gospel narrative history. That's our history. It would have been very hard for them to believe that the Samaritans were included in the body of Christ.

If the apostles had not been there to bring back the report that indeed the Spirit fell on them, and even though it's not stated here, we could assume that they probably spoke with other language. I can tell you that basically the Holy Spirit came upon them at the same way they came on the Jews. Why? Because the Jews needed to see.

They needed the sign that God was going to treat the Gentiles the same as the Jews. So the Holy Spirit came down over the Samaritans just like the Holy Spirit came down over the Jews in the house. They didn't know.

We can't be sure, but there is a subsequent coming of the Spirit in the case of the Samaritans to make it crystal clear to the Jews that they are in the same body with them, the one body of Christ. Jews didn't think anybody could ever be saved. Matter of fact, the Jews thought that the Gentiles were fuel for hell, us.

And we still fight that today in the Orthodox church, in the Orthodox Jewish church. They don't believe anybody. They believe that we're dogs still today.

That's what the church is. It's in Christ. It's neither Jew nor Gentile or Samaritan for that matter.

Okay, now let's talk about race designation a moment. Remember that the chosen nation wasn't a chosen nation until Abraham. There were no Jews until Abraham.

Matter of fact, there was no Jews until after Abraham was selected. Abraham had the designation, if you will, of being a Hebrew to set apart. Hebrew in the language of Hebrew means he rules.

So basically he got a designation of Christ's rulership in the term of Hebrew. Jews didn't come until later down, Esther, way down the pipe. So everybody, think about this, everybody was Gentile, if you think about a race.

So the Hebrews were birthed out of the original people that walked the earth that were not really chosen at that as the nation of God's people. It was just people. And he chose Abraham to be the head of that people, those chosen people, and he designated those chosen people to be called Hebrew.

And later they were identified as Jews because the designation of Jews is the people who keep the obedience to the Hebrew designation. That's what Jews mean. It is not a race.

When Jews came into play, the Jews had to create a name for those people that were not part of the chosen nation, and they called them pagan, and later came into the term of Gentiles. But we all came out of the same paganism. There's no race in this world.

The race is man's creation, not God's creation. So when you look at the church, we don't have races, but we have what I want to call tribal designations. We have the Jews on one hand, we got the Gentiles on another hand, and then you have the church.

Neither a Jew nor a Gentile. You're now the church. So when you get saved, and this is where I'm going with this, when you get saved, your designation of Jew and Gentile go away, and you become the church.

You become Christ-like. That's how all of this works. So in chapter 10 you see a similar event, only this time it's Gentiles.

This time it's Cornelius. You can pick up in verse 44 of chapter 10 when Peter was speaking, the Holy Spirit fell upon those who were listening to the message. All the circumcised believers, which were Jews, all the Jewish believers who came with Peter were amazed.

Why were they amazed? Because the gift of the Holy Spirit had poured out on the Gentiles. How did they know that? Well, it's because they were hearing them speaking with a language and exalting God, which is exactly what the Jews did at the day of Pentecost. They spoke in languages they didn't know, the wonderful works of God.

So you have a repeat of Pentecost, a microcosm at the home of Cornelius, where the apostles' presence and the Jewish believers' presence. So there's no question that the same reality and the same phenomenon occurred with the Gentiles that occurred with them, the Jews. But the Jews had to be shown a sign that the Gentiles were just equivalent with Christ as they were, and that was the sign of the Holy Spirit in the same manner by which the Jews received at Pentecost.

I needed to get through that thought, Sam, before I came to you. What did you get? No, that's fine. You know, they use that term, was it dog, because a man is in pure mind.

So that's the opposite of being a pure mind. Correct. Because they thought that they had only hand up on a pure mind.

They thought they were the head of that race. Yeah, and this is the emergence of it coming together as we speak. Yeah, and we're going to go through this again here in the near future.

Yes. Yes. Okay, thank you.

So as the church was coming together, we find that it's coming together with Jews and Samaritans and Gentiles, and that's why it's my personal belief that we can assume that the same phenomenon occurred with the Samaritans, even though it doesn't specifically say that. How else would they know that this is the Jews? How else would the Jews know that the Holy Spirit actually came since the Holy Spirit is invisible unless there was a parallel miracle phenomenon at the Pentecost? The Jews had to be shown that this was happening. So Peter then answered in verse 46, surely no one can refuse the water for these to be baptized.

You have received the Holy Spirit just as we did. Can he? In other words, we can't prevent these Gentiles or these Samaritans from not going through the same process as we did to receive the Holy Spirit. We're not the pure mind here.

We're not the supreme race. That assumes that there might have been people whose initial reaction was we can't baptize the Gentiles. We just can't do that.

We're Jews. We can't allow this to be muddied up, okay? This is ours. This is nobody else's.

That's how the Jews thought. We can't refuse them, can we now, that the Holy Spirit has come. You ordered them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ.

This is Peter talking. You ordered him to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. In the case of the Samaritans, they had already been baptized in the name of Christ, but the Spirit didn't come because the apostles hadn't arrived.

And it was critical that the apostles be able to give testimony, eyewitness testimony, to the same reality. Okay, stop here. If the Scripture is true and the only way that the Holy Spirit could come to them is to hear the gospel first, which means that the apostles had to bring it to them.

And then in that process, they were given the power to push the Holy Spirit to them. How can we today say that this group of people who started this tongues movement and this charismatic movement and Pentecostal movement and all this stuff, laying hands on people today, how can they do that because they're not apostles? The Scripture is very clear. The only one that had that authority was the apostles.

Peter then answers in verse 46, surely no one can refuse the water to them to be baptized and receive the Holy Spirit as just we did canning. Okay, so tying up one other loose end, we go to the 19th chapter of Acts. And we can look here at verse 1. It happened while Apollos was at Corinth.

Paul passed through the upper country and came to Ephesus and found some disciples. What are disciples? You and me. We're disciples, okay? We're not apostles, but we're disciples of Christ.

Here are some disciples who are a long way from home. He said to them, did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed? And they said to him, no, we're not even heard whether there is a Holy Spirit. He said, into what then were you baptized? And they said into John's baptism.

In other words, they had done John the Baptist's baptism. So here we have some John the Baptist followers who had been baptized by John the Baptist anticipating the coming of the Messiah that were in a faraway country, not tied into the Jerusalem experience. They were out and about.

Paul said, well, John baptized with the baptism of repentance, telling the people to believe in him who is coming after him. That is in Jesus. When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.

They hadn't yet come out of the Old Testament in a sense. They were still tied to the Jewish way given by God to the Jewish people in that dispensation period of how to come into the body of Christ. And they had a whole ritual thing to get there.

When they heard concerning Jesus by Paul, they believed and they were baptized. And when Paul laid his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came to them. He pushed the Spirit into them.

And they began speaking with languages and prophesying. And there were about 12 men. Now here's the one other lucent.

Some wandering followers of John the Baptist who needed to be folded into the body of Christ. It is true that these are unique events and that's necessary because this is a transitional history. You got to move Jews that were under one focus of dispensation through that dispensation into another dispensation to get into the body of Christ.

Critical that we understand that we need to follow this carefully. Samaritans, Gentiles, and some serious Old Testament saints all folded into one body receiving the same Spirit. That's Christ.

Demonstrating by the same miraculous speaking languages. Okay, now you can go back to Acts 2 with that explanation in mind and look at it this way. The Jews needed proof of everybody's inclusion and there it was.

All of this activity that went on that people put their hats on about speaking in tongues today was not for today. It was for a time in history to bring the Jews and the Gentiles together into one body. Hang on, from then on we all receive the Holy Spirit and all are baptized with the Holy Spirit into one body of Jesus Christ at the time, no buying of it, at the time of your salvation.

The Holy Spirit comes and deposits within us eternal life, and that's the shared common life that flows through all believers and makes us one with each other. So, that was the point one in looking at the birth of the church. Okay, Pop Roy, what you got? So, we can assume that these men were Jews.

You don't have to assume. They were Jews. It's right in the scripture.

Yeah. Okay, because Gentiles didn't need to be baptized. Gentiles were not even in the picture yet.

Okay, so Gentiles weren't even in the picture. Not in Acts 2. It was all Jews. I moved you through certain translations to explain to you our world today, but if you read the scriptures in Acts 2, it was Jews to Jews.

But these men were over here in a different chapter where they were talking about being baptized by the baptism of John. Yeah, Paul met them. So, basically, Paul was out, and he found some disciples of the Old Testament that were baptized by John the Baptist's dispensation process of coming to know Christ, and Paul took them through the church.

So, who then had the power to baptize? John the Baptist was gone, and they were baptized by the, I don't know what you want to call it, but John the Baptist by the same thing. Somebody had to have that authority, and who was that? God gave John the Baptist the authority to be the foreshadowing of Christ, and Christ, this goes back to that cross thing, Christ, death, burial, resurrection, and ascension was that process that established the fact that the Holy Spirit would come automatically to you when you believed on his finished work. So, who? It was Christ.

What? It was giving you the Holy Spirit. Where did it come from? It was split from Jesus Christ at the cross. How did he get here? He had to ascend to heaven because he couldn't release the Holy Spirit back to earth if he was still here.

Why? Because it was his spirit. So, Christ did that. Answer your question, Popper? Yes.

So, that's kind of a summary of a part of it. But one point was the evidence of the coming of the Spirit, the evidence for the church's birth. Now, I want to come to point number two, the effect of the Holy Spirit's coming.

We got the actual coming of the Holy Spirit, and then the effect of its coming. The effect of this event, this one-time event, that is the birth of the church, and that's starting in verse number five. So, last week and now, we talked about the languages.

In fact, last Sunday, if you have any questions, you should probably go back to last Sunday's teaching and review that, and you'll have a clear understanding of what that refers to, and you'll understand what is called that today in the artificial invention of men, the Pentecostal charismatic movement. We're going to get into that Tuesday night as well in trying to close that up. So, when we come now to verses 5 to 11.

Are you back in Chapter 2? Yeah, Chapter 2, verses 5 to 11. We come to the effect of the Spirit's coming. Now, the Spirit comes.

We see that in verses 1 through 4. They've all filled with the Holy Spirit. That was done at one time. Okay.

And many today think that when you're filled with the Holy Spirit, you don't need to be filled again. Well, we've already learned in Scripture that that's not the case. Okay.

You receive the Holy Spirit, but it's based upon how you turn over your life to the Holy Spirit as to how well it manages that, and you need to be continually filled with the Spirit to gain, to allow His sovereignty to become rulership over your life. I hope that's pretty clear. They begin speaking these languages as the Spirit is giving them utterance.

We see the immediate effect in verse 5. There were Jews living in Jerusalem, devout men from every nation under heaven, and when this sound occurred, the crowd came together and were bewildered because each one of them was hearing them speak in his own language. Now, remember, on the day of Pentecost, everybody that came to Jerusalem, thousands and thousands from the countryside came to Jerusalem. So you had every language in the surrounding nations in Jerusalem.

And so when the Jews who were living and were devout men of every nation, they were living there now because that was the only place that you could get taught. Remember, we went over that. Okay.

This was the point where everybody could be taught. So everybody came to Jerusalem. This is why everybody had to go around from the Jewish community and get them to put money into a pot so that basically they could house and feed all of these people that came into Jerusalem with no place to stay.

I mean, so they had to go do major things in the city to accommodate these folks. So the devout eulobes, I guess the origination of that word is cautious. Okay.

It's basically, it's a Greek word meaning cautious. Cautious in the sense that they were fearful of a thing in God, fearful of blasphemy in God. They are reverent.

They want to get this right. Okay. We were just in a transitionary period.

God was not here. Okay. Jesus was not walking with the apostles.

The apostles are having to make decisions on the fly. They were protected and being taught by the Holy Spirit inside of them, which was something new. Okay.

This is all new. Okay. I want you to understand that.

Look at all of the chaos that existed in this Jerusalem city after Pentecost and think about what's going on in the world today in this governmental changeover. Same thing, guys. Same thing.

Total chaos everywhere. They're devout because they're there. They're there in Jerusalem.

It's Pentecost, and they've come from everywhere from all over the place, not just living in Jerusalem, but from every nation under heaven, and they're all come because they're devout and they want to be taught. They want to know what's happening. They want to know how this thing is coming about.

They had one life. That life is now turned completely upside down. They have to understand a new life, and they want to be taught.

Now, where in that do you not see today? Same thing. So they're very cautious. They want to do this thing right.

They got one chance at this. You've heard those words. We got one chance at doing this right.

If we don't do it right, we screw it up, and God starts over again, theoretically. They're reverent from everywhere. In fact, the phrase simply stating every nation under heaven means everywhere.

It is just really generic. Everywhere. Here in Jerusalem, then, are those pilgrims who have been part of the diaspora, the dispersion of the Jews in previous centuries, and they come back for this event.

Okie dokie. Shadowing. The Jews came back to Jerusalem, the nation of Israel, for this event.

What is the prophecy of the nation of Israel? Everybody, every Jew, part of the original nation, the downline genetic people, go back to Israel. This is a foreshadowing. When this sound occurred, what sound? Remember back in verse 2, the loud wind, then came from heaven a noise like a violent rushing wind, and it filled the whole house where the 120 believers were sitting, but it went beyond the house as I told you at the time we first looked at this a couple of weeks ago.

The sound drew the crowd. The term sound is singular. It was referring to the languages.

It would be plural because there were multiple languages, but the sound was singular. It is not the sound of languages. It is the sound of what essentially would be like a violent hurricane.

Also, the verb indicates a point action, not some kind of continuing activity such as speaking in languages would be. They were attached and attracted by this sound. It was massive, and in verse 6, it says when the sound occurred, the crowd came together.

They came together around the house where the sound was originating and where the 120 followers of Christ were receiving the Holy Spirit, and of course, they were bewildered, confused. It's a verb used only in the book of Acts, by the way, not in any other place in the New Testament, and it means to pour together. It's a picture of just mixed up people perplexity, and why? Because each one of them was hearing them speak in their own language.

They could not believe this. That means his native language, the language he was born with. Now, that's the first thing you need to understand about whatever this phenomena called tongues is.

It's an actual language. It's not gibberish. It's a speakable language for people to understand.

Everybody heard his own language. It's not a non-language. It's a language, and in verse 7, they were amazed and astonished.

We already saw that they were bewildered. Now, they're amazed and astonished, and they say, why are not all these who are speaking Galileans? The Galileans couldn't speak any other languages. That's what bewildered these people.

Galileans were the hayseeds of Israel. They were backwoods people. Okay, go to Louisiana, and guys, those who are here in Louisiana, don't take this the wrong way.

Go to Louisiana in the and try to understand what in the world they're saying. You need an interpreter. That's the same thing that the Gospels say.

Paul gives us, and we'll get that in Tuesday night. Paul says that if you speak in a different language, you have to have an interpreter. Why? Because it needs to be understood.

It's not gibberish. It's an actual language. So, there were the folks who were out of the mainstream, the uneducated.

Now, these are the apostles, guys. This is who Christ selected to be the apostles, the uneducated, the backwoods people, the ones that had grit with no issues to overcome. I didn't go to this school or had this mode of presentation or social class or whatever.

He chose backwoods people to be apostles. It's a bit of slur against them. These people aren't linguists.

They're Galileans. Everybody knew the Galileans are inferior, and of course, the inner circle of Christ's disciples had been known as Galileans for a long, long time. They had been referred to as Galileans in Matthew 26 and in Mark 14.

We have indication of the followers of Christ being called Galileans in a disparaging way. That is a somewhat uncivilized district, just about as far away from Jerusalem as you could get. The people, therefore, are absolutely astonished when these backwoods people, uneducated people, begin to talk in languages that these guys could understand.

That's how confusing it was. I'm seeing these people. I can't believe these people, but I'm hearing my language.

Now, I told you what this meant from 1 Corinthians and I told you this is a fulfillment of prophecy in Isaiah. It said that when you don't listen to me, when I speak a language you can't understand, I will speak a language you can't understand as a sign of judgment. That's in Isaiah.

This is a sign of judgment on Israel that is essential to the establishment of the church because the church is established to take the place of an unfaithful nation. This is the transitional process. This is what had to go through to move away from the nation of Israel into creating the church so that we could go home.

The nation is judged. The judgment comes in 70 AD. Remember when the Romans destroyed and slaughtered them? This is a sign that as a sign of judgment and that will come become clearer and that's how it's expressed and explained by the Apostle Paul who gives us the only explanation of its purpose.

It drew a crowd, but in a primary usage it was a sign that God was in judgment on Israel. He had to get to the Gentiles. The only way to get to the Gentiles was to speak their language and he had to use Jews to do it.

The people that were fighting were the people. He had to use Jews to do it. All of these were Jewish people or proselytes to Judaism.

And as we've talked about the last couple of times, they never heard God being praised in any language but Hebrew or its derivative Aramaic, the more vulgar form of Hebrew, until that day. One time event. They never heard God praised in a Gentile language.

That would have been a kind of sacrilege to the Jews. Remember they were fighting. Jesus says, I'm the upper class.

You don't get to hear this stuff. But now they're hearing God being praised in their own language to which we were born. It says in verse 8, native language, the roll call of nations.

I think this is quite interesting. It goes from east to west. Oh my gosh, let's stop here.

Everything goes from east to west. Even the changes of this world today are going from east to west. Why? Because it's Scripture.

There were Perthians there. That's east. That would be the modern day Iran where that area is.

The Perthians, some would tell us, were the most dreaded foes and antagonists of the Roman Empire. There were the Medes also in the east, a part of the great Persian Empire at one point, and partners with the Perthians. So we start in the east.

Then there was the Illamites. That's also in the east. There would be the old area of Babylon again in southwest or Iran-Iraq area, Mesopotamia.

That word means that which is between two rivers, east to west. The Settomians in between. There was the area between the Tigris and the Euphrates where the Garden of Eden once was.

That would be Iraq. Then we move west further into the Asia Minor. There's Cappadocia, which is the really eastern part of Asia Minor, directly north of Israel.

Then there's Pontus, which is directly north of Israel, north of Cappadocia. Then there's Asia Minor, which is a little further west, which would be known today as modern Turkey. Then there's Phrygia, which is west of the area of Galatia.

Then there's Paphia. Paphia, just a small little strip of the coast of Asia Minor, very, very narrow, maybe 50 miles by 25 miles. Then we cross the Mediterranean and we find Egypt and also Libya and Cyrene.

And now we're in Africa. Then we cross the Mediterranean again and there's visitors from Rome, the imperial city, people from Rome, both Jews and proselytes. There have been a Jewish community in Rome for a very, very long time.

In fact, one of the most famous set of ruins of Jewish ghetto is in Rome today. And it goes all the way back to the origins of Rome. Jews were there very early and they would go all the way back to Jerusalem for these kinds of events.

There were proselytes. Proselytes became the Pharisees, in particular made proselytes everywhere they could. Unfortunately, now, according to Matthew 23, 15, they made them into sons of hell.

Okay. And then there were Cretans. That's an island about 60 miles south of Greece today.

And then there were Arabs, which would be near Damascus today. All these languages, all these people hearing the truth of the wonderful works of God in their own language as verse 11 says. We hear them in our own languages speaking of mighty deeds of God.

And as I said to you in one of the classes, I wish the translator would start using language, Glossa, because that's what it is. I think tongues tends to confuse people because it doesn't provide the truth. Tongues is gibberish.

Okay. That's how you get to where we're at today. It shouldn't because of the misuse of that word to misrepresent some of God's work.

It has been brought confusion to this world. Again, we see in verse 12, they all continued in amazement and great perplexity. So that's five different times a word has been used to describe their confusion.

Think about it. They're going from Jews to Jews, Jews to Gentiles, a change in the dispensation period of dealing with Christ, people that can't speak their language. It's total confusion.

It's a nightmare on Elm Street. It's just a nightmare. And they're saying to one another, what does this mean? Now, let me make it very simple.

The miracle of Pentecost was that the apostles and the disciples of Jesus, the 120 believers in the upper room, in the Holy Spirit came, were enabled to speak foreign languages they did not know. They were enabled to speak foreign languages they did not know. And with those foreign languages, they were able to declare the mighty deeds of God.

What would that be? Just about everything and everything in the Old Testament talks about God. Remember, they didn't have the New Testament. They had to go back to the Old Testament and bring the Old Testament to current time so that they knew what in the world was going on.

That's their confusion. The apostles were confused. Remember, we studied that in Acts chapter 1. They first had to get right.

Now, until they got right, the people couldn't get right, and the apostles were still not all right during this time either, as we'll see as we go further into Acts. So, his attributes in his mighty works as defined by the Old Testament, this is that gift. But it was only for the purpose of declaring the mighty works of God.

Oh, you know, that's by Scripture as well. So, how can you today, talking to Gibberish and say you're declaring the mighty works of God as the basis of the doctrine of talking in tongues? Can't do it. Because if only the mighty works of God were being declared, they would have spoken in their own native Aramaic language.

But all these languages appear because of a judgment, a judgment against the nation of Israel. The content of their speech is the mighty deeds of God in Gentile languages. They had to do it quick, they had to do it effectively, and they needed to do it then, now.

They couldn't waste time going one country to another country trying to learn the language and teach them. The church would have not been established. They needed to do this in 24 hours.

Amazing phenomenon. And the Jews should have known that this was a judgment. But what are you going to do with this when the entire massive population of people from all these places have come? I can't even calculate how large this crowd might have been.

That doesn't tell us anywhere in history, Josephus or any of the historians, just says massive crowd. It doesn't say, you know, how large the crowd was. The obvious thing that they're saying to each other going through the crowd is, what does this mean? What does this mean? They were confused.

They needed to understand their world had just changed upside down. Verse 13 shows you how bankrupt they were for an answer. Others were mocking and saying they're full of sweet wine.

Remember that when we got started with this? That is a strange explanation for this, however. How does being full of sweet wine enable you to do that? It dulls your senses. It actually is the 100% a degree opposite direction of being able to have a mind that you could actually understand and speak in another language.

It might cause you if it was fermented wine to slur your words, but it doesn't necessarily help even your own language that you speak, let alone give you another one. It's just such a stupid comment. It's stupid today, it was stupid then, but they didn't know what else to say.

And by the way, they used the word for sweet wine, which is the fresh grape juice that's not even fermented. So the word definition or the word choice, the definition of that word was not of wine, it was a grape juice. They're totally confused.

I can just imagine, can you imagine no sleep, hardly any food, you're just beside yourself, you have anxiety to the hilts. Put yourself in this time and see everything around you that you thought was there that day completely changed. At 9 a.m. in the morning, they said this.

They're giving them the benefit of the doubt that they've got some fresh grape juice early in the morning that hasn't spent the day in the sun being fermented, but that makes no sense. But then they make no sense, but then the whole thing doesn't make sense to anybody. They are totally confused.

Their explanation is completely ridiculous, but it also is full of scorn. So we go from the evidence of the coming of the Spirit, to the birth of the Church, to the effect of the coming of the Holy Spirit, and the birth of the Church, to the explanation. The first explanation, they're full of sweet wine.

That was what the people tried to explain this away to. They're full of sweet wine. But before we get to that, let's go back to verse 12.

They were amazed, they were perplexed, and they were asking, what does this mean? Now, long after this, at least 3,000 of those people were saved, right? That's called by Scripture. In Acts 2.41, Peter preaches to them. 3,000 of them are saved.

So there was some open minds in this process. Well, that gives us the example for today as well. We're just to lay the seed work and not worry about the result.

Some are going to have open minds, some are not. Some are going to be able to believe, and some are not. There were some people who understood that this was supernatural, and under the preaching, the great preaching of Peter, and he preached the gospel of Jesus Christ, they repented and were saved.

And not many more days later, there were thousands more, and thousands more, and thousands more. Their amazement and their legitimate and honest questioning was answered in the sermon, and they came to salvation. Lay the seed.

That's all we need to do. Just lay the seed. Give them the truth.

Here it is. But then there were those who only wanted to mock and scorn, and they make this hopelessly feeble effort to say, well, they can't handle their own grape juice. That was their explanation away.

Because people tended to drink the least fermented in the morning so they could function during the day. That's how they made wine every day. Grape juice in the morning, they drank that.

The sun heated it up. It was fermented by night. It was turned into wine.

And the mockery is they're like little babies that when they take a sip of sweet wine, they're drunk. They can't handle it. So with mockery, they come up with some crazy theory that they're going to cause people to speak in language they don't know.

Stupidity. Pentecost, they say, is a drunken, frolic, nothing more. That's what Jews say today.

The orthodox Jews. And this is the beginning of another trend. In chapter four, they go back from mocking to asking questions.

The first part of chapter four, a little later in chapter four, they go from asking questions to threatening the apostles and believers. Remember, they began persecuting. This is where basically they were going to stone Stephen, and basically throughout Acts, we get to the end of Acts, Paul's in jail.

Okay, this is the persecution. Chapter five, they imprison them. Later in chapter five, they beat them.

And by the time you get to chapter seven, they're killing them. Then slaughter breaks out. So they go from confusion to retaliation.

That's a trend in verse 12, and it's a trend to salvation. In verse 13, it's a trend to persecution. Now, we know where these people in verse 13 come from, don't we? We should.

They're the children of the Jewish establishment. Oh, let's stop here a moment. Who controls this world today? A Jewish establishment out of where? Israel.

The Ashkenazi Jews that came from Rome, that came from Russia, that was expelled by Tsar, that was started from the line of Japheth through his son, Gomer. This is not a fallacy, guys. It's real.

Same thing happened then, happening now. History hasn't changed. We're just rewriting another chapter of Acts.

They're products of the Pharisees and scribes and rabbis who were the avowed and vicious enemies of Jesus. Oh, that's Satan. He's running this world.

Peter wants to offer a true explanation, and so starting in verse 14, we meet the new Peter, the one that's got his foot out of his mouth. Now, the post-Holy Spirit Peter, and he's amazing. He's remarkable.

He's a changed man. But Peter, taking his stand with the 11, raised his voice and declared to the men of Judea and all of you who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you and give heed to my words, for these men are not drunk, as you suppose, for it is only the third hour of the day. They calculated their day from 6 a.m. to 9 a.m., but this is what was spoken of through the prophet Joel and Isaiah.

What did I tell you was the distinguishing mark of the apostles in the book of Acts? Immediately, it's clear they understood what? The Old Testament. The Old Testament had become real. Now, they understood the Old Testament.

You don't hear that from them in the Gospels anywhere. Matter of fact, they're totally confused. How did they come to this understanding of the Old Testament when they're pulling scriptures out of everywhere immediately in chapter 1 of Acts, even before the Holy Spirit comes? How did they come to such an understanding of the Old Testament? The answer to that is in Luke 24.

Because Jesus met two of them on the road to Emmaus, and then in the upper room, and He opened the Old Testament, the Law, the Prophets, the Holy Writings, and spoke to them out of the Old Testament of the things concerning who? Himself. He tied it together. He gave them a course on Old Testament interpretation that took place over a period of 40 days, from the day of His resurrection to the day of His ascension.

He taught them the fulfillment of the Testament in Him, and they get it for the first time. And so, Peter stands up and launches into an explanation drawn out of Joel 2 verses 28 through 32. He lifts up his voice to everyone to hear the explanation.

Men of Judea and all of you who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you and give heed to my words. He took authority, the same authority you have, by the way. There's no hesitance in his voice.

There's no hesitance in what he's thinking. There's no hesitant in what he's saying, just like there should be no hesitance in anything that you say that's focused on Christ. That's bold confidence, guys.

He's now God's man, empowered by God's Spirit with God's message. He doesn't say, I'd like you to offer a possible explanation you might want to consider. He doesn't say, I'm here to provide you with some more options.

Most likely, he was going to be speaking Aramaic, the vernacular Hebrew of Israel, familiar to everybody. He explains Pentecost, and it's a masterful explanation. His introduction was pretty dramatic.

Everybody who is a preacher or a teacher would like a dramatic introduction. You need that. You need to get people's attention on your subject.

You need to get them focused. He had one. He probably got the most dramatic introduction to any sermon ever preached.

Pentecost, how dramatic of an introduction that is. Oh, I was sitting in the upper room, and I heard this sound coming, and oh, by the way, there was no wind. It was just a sound, and I had all these flickering lights over everybody's head, and we were talking in languages we didn't couldn't talk about before.

I mean, he came with authority. His introduction was staged by God with astonishing audible sound and visual effects and miraculous languages, and they were filled with the Spirit, and everybody at that time was stunned and bewildered and amazed and perplexed, and Peter steps in after God has given him the perfect introduction and says, guys, this is what it means. This is what you're seeing.

First of all, he says, we're not drunk. By the way, it was the regular practice of the Jews to be very careful early in the day and drink very little, and especially the way to the end, but some historians say on the Sabbath of the festival, and this was that. Why? Because you start drinking early.

This is what Jewish practices in that day, and because there's no refrigeration, eventually the accumulative effect of drinking all day is going to take its toll. You drink grape juice all day, and you work in the heat. Oh my gosh, it does a toll on your body.

So universal was the custom that Peter appeals to the fact that it's nine o'clock in the morning, and everybody understands that that's not an explanation that works for the Jews. What's going on here is exactly what Joel wrote, and starting in verse 16, he quotes that prophecy. Peter quotes Joel, Old Testament.

He now knows what it means. It shall be in the last days, God says, that I will pour forth my spirit. Now drop down to verse 18.

Joel further says, even all my bond slaves, both men and women, I will in those days pour forth my spirit. That is it. That's the whole thing.

God poured his spirit out, and what was Joel talking about? Joel was talking about the arrival of the Messiah. When the Messiah comes, the Holy Spirit will be poured out. Why? Because Christ created the Holy Spirit's separation with his death on the cross, and when Messiah comes, there will be evidence of his arrival, miraculous things.

There will be visions, prophecies, revelatory dreams. There will be wonders in the sky, signs on the earth, blood, fire, vapor, or smoke. Sun will be turned to darkness.

We talked about this. That's big prophecy, guys. That's all from Joel.

Peter stood up and says, well, guys, this is what's happening, and oh, you know the Old Testament, so let me talk about the Old Testament or bring it forward to today so you can understand what's really going on, and that's what Peter did. That is not the complete fulfillment, however. Remember, they were filled with the spirit, completely filled with the spirit of Pentecost, but as the next day progressed, that Holy Spirit is winding out of them because they're getting more into their selves, that which they had been before the Holy Spirit started the fulfillment, and they're coming out of that stupor, and they got to be refilled with the Holy Spirit.

They needed to work on their sanctification. Now, there's a teacher called Dr. Feinberg, and he used to call this a pre-fulfillment, and notice Peter doesn't say this is the fulfillment of it. He just says this is what Joel was talking about, and it starts with the last days, verse 17, and it starts.

So when do the last days start? You say, are we waiting for the last days? No, we're in them. The last day started when Messiah came. The last day started when Messiah came, and your time of your age started when you were saved.

That's why the writers of the epistles say, my little children, John says it the last time. That's why the scripture says Christ appeared once in the end of the age. When the Messiah came, the last days began.

The last days are the Masonic days from the arrival of Messiah to the kingdom of Messiah. We're in the last days. Common Old Testament expression, by the way, for the Masonic times used by Isaiah in chapter 2, Jeremiah in chapter 23, Ezekiel in chapter 38, used by Joshua, used by Micah, used by Joel.

The last days to every Jew meant the Masonic era. What they didn't know is that he wouldn't just come and set up the kingdom. He delayed that.

He came. He fulfilled prophecy by dying on the cross. That means that he started the church, and he's going to come back.

He would come, be rejected, purchased our redemption, launched the church. The church would take the gospel to the world, which Israel failed to do, and when it was complete, then he would establish his kingdom. But that is the mystery age hidden in the past.

So Peter doesn't say it's the fulfillment of what Joel says. He just says this is what Joel was talking about, the coming of the Holy Spirit. So far, we've been waiting 2,000 years for this parenthesis to close and the kingdom to come.

We're still waiting. We got some hidden truths in scripture about that time period, but we're still waiting. But the last days of Israel, the last days for this world began when Christ arrived.

I hope you are seeing the evidence that we have entered the last days. I hope you're getting that now. And since it is the last days, we got to look at to verse 21.

It shall be that everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved. The last days are characterized by the gospel proclamation by calling sinners to repentance, and that's the mystery of the church. That's the mission of the church.

It's why we do what we do. Now, I know you might be asking, what are all those things in the middle, prophecies and visions and dreams and wonders in the sky and signs on the earth below and blood and fire and vapor and smoke? Well, the sun turned into darkness, moon to blood. Well, that all has to be understood within the great era from when he came to when he judges finally and establishes the kingdom.

But I want to give you some help. We're going to get into more of this next week as we look at the unity of the church. And we're going to look in verses 11 to 23 in a number of ways, again, just like we looked at Ephesians chapter 2, 1 through 10.

We're going to come at this church thing from a number of different ways. We've got six lessons on that. And then we're going to establish the church.

And then we're going to take a side gig and look at women in the church. So you have a complete understanding about the makeup of the church before we go further in this transition period. Okay.

So with that, I have provided you what my thoughts were for today. Open it up to questions or comments or anything. Yeah, Pop Roy.

So we've just spent a lot of time about learning about how they established church. Why are they not establishing a church in our day? We are the church of then. We're the same church.

There's no difference in church. But we don't have an organization. It's just me here.

There's no organization in history. They didn't have a corporate building. They met in homes.

They didn't have religion back then. They had idol worship or Christ. They worshiped gods.

Okay. What's happened is man's created religious orders to what? Fulfill the purpose of this world. So man created that, and that largely was done by the Vatican.

It was done strictly by the Vatican. We've already gone through that when we looked at the seven churches. Go ahead.

And you told us that if you were a church with a 5013C, then you were part of the Vatican. You're part of the Vatican structure. Thank you.

You're welcome. So, Jim, that's why we have 12 central banks here then in the U.S., and the three main incorporated banks are Chicago, San Fran, and New York. Okay.

You need to flow your thought process into being. What do you mean? Okay. That goes with your Jewish leaders controlling the money supply and controlling us and the church, the 501C3, all that.

Yeah. Well, the banks are tied to that process, just like the banks were tied to Rome and tied to the Catholic Church when Christ walked this earth. So regardless of whether it's 12 or 14, the magic number is 12, and it does.

In Jewish symbolism, they have used that 12 as a law of duality from Christ's apostles. So there's a lot of distinguishing makeup of that. But yeah, the banks are tied into this because what? The banks took deposits, and since those deposits to the Vatican, we talked about that last week.

We talked about that in the update on Monday when Esty and I were talking about the Vatican church. All your central banks put money to the Vatican, and I'm talking truck loads. It looked like you were in a depot center just doing nothing but unloading 52-foot trailers of money into the Vatican bank.

Just unbelievable how this all ties together. Well, my purpose is to teach the truth, history, and bringing it into current. That's my calling.

So anything else, guys? Well, Jesus still showed pity to them back to the Jews as well prior to all this. Well, he showed them mercy. Okay.

He could have taken his nation and gone a whole different route, but he showed him mercy and that he set him aside. He set him aside, showed him mercy. He didn't try to judge him at that point in time.

Their judgment comes in the Great Tribulation. That's when their judgments. They've just been delayed judgment, but they're a, what do you call it? They have no home.

They're out in the winds. Because they have no temple, they can't do sacrifice. Then they had to go and try to rewrite their religious books because they had to go a different direction.

You find that they've tied in to a lot of the Lucifer doctrine that's of Islam. Another subject for another day. Anything else, guys? Sure.

All right. Let's pray. Father, we're so grateful to be part of your ongoing review of your truth, of the word of your scriptures.

We're grateful to be part of a church, one body of Christ. We're grateful to understand the difference between that body of Christ and religion today. We offer thanks to you for giving us the space, the host body system to allow us to be saved and grab our ticket home.

We're thankful that you've given us a way to live life eternal on this earth by understanding your word in a greater way through our sanctification process. We ask that you continue to bless us in a manner of opening our hearts and mind to the revelation of your scripture so that we can properly understand the truth, not only about history, but about today's history. We ask all these things in thy name. All right.
